A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL DECISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION APPROVING IN PART AND DENYING IN PART APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS (COA-11-575) AS REQUESTED BY JOHN HALE, P. E. AND FREIDA SPEICHER, AIA TO REPLACE THE WINDOWS, INFILL 14 WINDOW OPENINGS ON THE EAST ELEVATION WITH BRICK AND RESTORE AND REPLACE EXTERIOR TERRA COTTA FOR THE PROPERTY AT 333 North Laura Street, (COUNCIL DISTRICT 4), PURSUANT TO PART 2 (APPELLATE PROCEDURE), CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION AND PROTECTION), ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, John Hale, P. E. and Freida Speicher, AIA, filed application (COA 11-575) on October 28, 2011, requesting to replace the windows, infill 14 window openings on the east elevation with brick and restore and replace exterior terra cotta for the property located 333 North Laura Street (Council District 4); and


WHEREAS, after public hearing, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission (JHPC) approved with conditions the infill of 14 window openings on the east elevation with brick and restore and replacement of the exterior terra cotta and denied the replacement of windows as set forth in the Final Order dated March 7, 2012 (Final Order); and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.201, Ordinance Code, the applicant filed a notice of appeal within 21 calendar days of the Final Order; and


WHEREAS, the appeal was timely filed and the appellant, as the owner, does have standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Certificate of Appropriateness COA-11-575, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division, and based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby approves the appeal, subject to the following condition:

(a)
Each replaced window shall 1) be properly recessed within the opening, 2) fill the entire space filled both vertically and horizontally, and 3) replicate the original window in design, including the use of a raised exterior muntin.

Section 2.

Legislative Services is directed to mail a copy of this Resolution to the appellants and any other parties who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee, or otherwise filed a qualifying written statement as defined in Section 307.202(c), Ordinance Code.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon the signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
