A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF LAURENCE C. PRITCHARD AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE ETHICS COMMISSION, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 602, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR A PARTIAL TERM BEGINNING APRIL 3, 2012, AND EXPIRING DECEMBER 31, 2012; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2011-167-E enacted June 16, 2011, provides for a member of the Jacksonville Ethics Commission to be appointed by the Sheriff; and

Section 1.
  Appointment Confirmation.  The Council hereby confirms the Sheriff’s appointment of Laurence C. Pritchard, an attorney, former law enforcement official and Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Ethics Commission, in accordance with Chapter 602, Ordinance Code, for a partial term beginning April 3, 2012, and ending December 31, 2012.


Section 2.  Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature of the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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Laurence C. Pritchard, now retired, was an Assistant State Attorney for the Fourth
Judicial Circuit of Florida and was assigned to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office as Police
Legal Advisor.

In 1972 Mr. Pritchard graduated from the Florida State University College of Law where
he was an editor of the Law Review. He began his legal career as a prosecutor in the
County Court Division of the State Attorney’s Office and was later assigned to the
Special Prosecution Division. In 1974, he was assigned by State Attorney Ed Austin to
the position of Police Legal Advisor with the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office. In that
capacity, he served in the administrations of Sheriff Dale Carson, Sheriff Jim McMillan,
Sheriff Nathaniel Glover and Sheriff John Rutherford. His job as police legal advisor
was to advise the staff and officers of the Sheriff’s Office, as well as the chiefs and
officers of other law enforcement agencies in the Fourth Judicial Circuit of Florida.

He was a member of the Florida Association of Police Attorneys and the Legal Officer’s
Section of the International Association of Chiefs of Police. He has taught numerous
courses at the Northeast Florida Criminal Justice Training Center and other law
enforcement training facilities. In addition to his past duties as legal advisor he was
previously responsible for the prosecution of contraband forfeiture cases on behalf of the
Sheriff’s Office and other law enforcement agencies. During his career he has been
involved with thousands of Florida Public Records law requests for Jacksonville Sheriff’s
Office and State Attorney’s Office Records.
