AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 9.90+ OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 ON RAMPART ROAD BETWEEN MORSE AVENUE AND GRAY FOX LANE (A PORTION OF R.E. NO(s). 015835-0000), AND OWNED BY 8657 N. VINcE DRIVE, LLC, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-D (RMD-D) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO GENERALLY PERMIT THE SALE, SERVICE/REPAIR AND STORAGE OF VARIOUS TYPES OF VEHICLES AND MOTOR HOMES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE RAMPART ROAD COMMERCIAL PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2012C-003; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2012C-003 and companion land use Ordinance 2012-255; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2012-255, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-D (RMD-D) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by L. Charles Mann on behalf of 8657 N. Vince Drive, LLC, the owner of approximately 9.90+ of an acre of certain real property in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 9.90+ of an acre of land (a portion of R. E. No. 015835-0000) is located in Council District 12 on Rampart Road between Morse Avenue and Gray Fox Lane, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by 8657 N. Vince Drive, LLC.  The applicant is L. Charles Mann, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211; (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2012C-003, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-D (RMD-D) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated January 17, 2012 and the site plan dated January 23, 2012 for Rampart Road Commercial PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit the sale, service/repair and storage of various types of vehicles and motor homes.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated April 23, 2012 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook, Appendix D, 3.0 Automobile Dealerships, except for Design Guideline D.3.3, subject to the review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(c)
The storage area identified in Section II.A.2. of the Written Description shall be enclosed with a six (6) foot high, 85% opaque fence consisting of vinyl or wood composite. 

(d)
Except for a contiguous 120 linear foot section for the outside display of up to five recreational vehicles, perimeter landscaping shall consist of a twenty-five (25) foot wide landscape buffer adjacent to Rampart Road containing a three (3) foot high berm, which shall contain a continuous hedge conforming to Part 12, Section 656.1215 of the Zoning Code, and one (1) tree with a four (4) inch diameter breast height every twenty–five (25) feet of linear road frontage.  An uncomplimentary buffer meeting the requirements of Section 656.1216 of the Zoning Code shall be provided along the north and south property lines.

(e)
Visible outside display of recreational vehicles abutting and facing Rampart Road and I-295 shall be limited to a maximum of five vehicles on Rampart Road and twenty vehicles on I-295.

(f)
All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (0.5) foot candles (f.c.) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide or compact fluorescent. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed thirty feet (30’- 0”). An exterior lighting design plan for each project, including a photometrics plan and pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(g)
There shall be no audio speakers or external P.A. system. 

(h)
One internally illuminated monument style sign, not to exceed 40 feet in height and 150 square feet in area on each side shall be permitted along I-295 on the subject property. One externally illuminated monument style sign, not to exceed 50 square feet in area and 12 feet in height shall be permitted along Rampart Road. These signs shall be spaced a minimum of 200 feet apart. Changing message devices are not allowed on any sign facing Rampart Road. All other sign regulations in the PUD Written Description remain.


(i)
Bay doors shall not face toward a public right of way.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property”, is legally described on Exhibit
1. The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate Number 015835-0000.
The Owner of the Property is 8657 N. Vince Drive, LLC. The Property contains
approximately 9.9 acres +/- and is located on the east side of Rampart Road, south of
Morse Avenue and north of Gray Fox Lane. Currently, the Property has a MDR Land Use
and a PUD Zoning to allow for multi-family housing.

In the surrounding area there is a commercial mode at the intersection of Rampart Road
and Morse Avenue. To the north of the Property there is a JEA substation; and to the west
is a single family development; to the south of the site is property zoned for multi-family.
With the improvements being made at the intersection of Rampart Road and Collins Road,
there will be more collector traffic passing the subject Property.

The Plan of Development calls for the site to be used for the sale, service/repair, and
storage of new and used recreational vehicles to include but not limited to motor hames,
travel trailers, and 5" wheels. In addition, automobiles, boats, trucks less one and a half ton
may be sold. Storage of vehicles for the public will also be allowed on the site.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:

1. Sale, service and repair of new and used recreational vehicles, travel trailers, motor
homes and 5" wheels. The sale of automobiles, trucks of not over 1-1/2 tons, and
boats will also be allowed.

2. The storage of the type of vehicles denoted in Item A (1) will also be allowed to be
stored on the site for the general public.

3. Other wuses allowed under Section 656.313 sub sec Il Commercial
Community/General — 1 (CCG-1) District either by right of by exception will be
allowed if a Zoning Exception is approved for that use.
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B. Accessory Structures

Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.401 of the
Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

All storage areas for vehicles will be screened for both Rampart Road and 1-295 by
a 6-foot high, 85% opaque batrrier. Along Rampart Road the visual barrier or fence
will be either vinyl, stucco, or wood composite. Along 1-295 and the north property
line and south property line, chain link with slats may be used.

A natural buffer twenty feet wide will be left along the north, south and [-295 (east)
property lines and will meet the requirements of Part 12 of the Landscape Code.
Along the Rampart Road property line, Part 12 will apply.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and layout of
the PUD accomplishes the following:

Number .

Allocation of Commercial Land Use. This is a commercial PUD

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD contains limitations of the
uses permitied on the subject Property as well as a common development scheme that
contains provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other issues relating to
common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. The site will have direct access to
Rampart Road. The location of access points and driveway connections may vary and
the final location shall be subject to the review and approval of the Development
Services Division.

External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The Property is located on a future
collector road due to the improvement of the Collins Road/ Rampart Road intersection.
The commercial development will have less of an impact than multi-family housing.

Recreation/Open Space. Will not be required

Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
through the local, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction.

Listed Species Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and therefore a
listed species survey is not required.

Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6 of the
Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be constructed as per the Goals and
Obijectives of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirement of the City of Jacksonville
and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water
Management District.

SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the Property, or any portion of the Property, shall be bound to all the
development standards and conditions of this PUD as contained herein and in the
Ordinance approving the same.

GOALS AND POLICIES

Specifically, the PUD complies with the following Goals, Objectives, and Policies of the
Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element:

POLICIES 3.2.4 — The City shall permit expansion of commercial uses adjacent to
residential areas only if such expansion maintains the residential character of and
precludes non-residential traffic into adjacent neighborhoods.
