Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns a continuation grant; it reauthorizes and appropriates $190,191.60 in interest earned in Fiscal Year 2010-2011 on an Emergency Medical Service (EMS) Award to enhance and improve emergency medical services in Duval County by providing funds for travel expenses and training of EMS advisory members attending quarterly meetings, and for the purchase of cardiac monitors, as initiated by B.T. 12-053.
Background Information: This is grant funding from the State of Florida with no local match required.  Counties can apply for these funds on an annual basis.  Funds in this appropriation are the interest earned and carried over from a previous grant.  The grant agreement with the State requires the County to reauthorize interest earned on the award.   Funds in this appropriation will provide for the purchase of cardiac monitors for 20 new rescue units ( $10,000 per monitor).
