An ordinance appropriating $5,095 from the environmental protection BOARD TRUST fund to provIDE FUNDING WHICH WILL ALLOW UP TO TEN MEMBERS OF  THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION STAFF AND PERSONNEL FROM THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE TO RECEIVE ON-SITE TRAINING IN NOISE MEASUREMENT PROCEDURES FROM RUTGERS UNIVERSITY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 12-063; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding which will allow up to ten members of the Environmental Quality Division (“EQD”) staff and personnel from the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (“JSO”) to receive on-site training and certification in noise measurement procedures from Rutgers University on-site in Jacksonville.  Rather than incur the travel and lodging costs to send two or three EQD staff members to Rutgers University for the training, it is more cost effective to invite a Rutgers University Trainer to Jacksonville to train EQD staff and JSO staff in order to address the noise pollution issues in Jacksonville.  A copy of the revised board minutes and letter from Rutgers are attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
