(1) On page 1, lines 5-10 delete the title and replace same with:

“A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE COUNCIL’S SUPPORT FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A HIGH CRIME AREA NEIGHBORHOOD SECURITY CAMERA PROGRAM IN CITY PARKS; URGING THE PARKS DEPARTMENT TO BUDGET FOR AND IMPLEMENT A HIGH CRIME AREA NEIGHBORHOOD SECURITY CAMERA PROGRAM IN CITY PARKS AND OTHER LOCATIONS AS MAY BE APPROVED BY COUNCIL IN THE FUTURE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE”; 
(2) On page 2, line 29, delete Section 1 in its entirety and replace same with the following:

“Section 1.

High Crime Area Neighborhood Security Camera Program Supported.  The City Council of the City of Jacksonville does hereby support the implementation of a high crime area neighborhood security camera program in City parks. The Parks Department is urged to research the most effective use of neighborhood security cameras in high crime area neighborhoods, prepare a budget for same, and implement such a program in coordination with the Sheriff at the earliest practicable opportunity. A high crime area neighborhood security camera program may be implemented in such other neighborhoods and areas as may be approved by City Council in the future.”
(3) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
