RESOLUTION 2012-280-A
A RESOLUTION URGING PARTICIPATION IN FLORIDA AGRICULTURE LITERACY DAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Florida agriculture is one of the nation’s leading agricultural states and has an economic impact of more than $100 billion annually; and

WHEREAS, students today are several generations removed from the farm and do not understand where their food and fiber comes from; and 

WHEREAS, it is imperative that we educate students about the importance of agriculture to our state and our nation to ensure a safe and affordable food supply; and 

WHEREAS, a study shows that elementary school students are more open and able to apply agricultural concepts; and

WHEREAS, reading is an important skill that influences success in school and in life and Florida Agriculture Literacy Day promotes reading and sparks discussion about the importance of Florida agriculture; and

WHEREAS, the objective of Florida Agriculture in the Classroom, Inc. is to encourage educators to teach more about our food and fiber system and the role of agriculture in our economy, society and its effects on our overall quality of life; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Urging Participation.
The Council of the City of Jacksonville urges all Florida agriculturalists and educators to participate in Florida Agriculture Literacy Day by reading a book about agriculture to elementary school students and give due recognition to Florida Agriculture in the Classroom, Inc. and Florida’s agricultural industry for its contributions in education about agriculture.
