WHEREAS, Wiley James, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 1.06( acres located in Council District 13 on Baymeadows Road East between R. G. Skinner Parkway and Annie Eliza Road (a portion of R.E. No(s). 167758-1130), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from the CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and Commercial Residential and Office (CRO) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from the CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and Commercial Residential and Office (CRO) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 23, 2012 and written description dated April 12, 2012 for the Radfield Conservation Plan PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum, dated May 17, 2012, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
At the time of verification of substantial compliance internal cross access easements and shared access driveway shall be subject to the review of the Planning and Development Department.

i. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

This application seeks 10 amend the Rudfield Conservation Plan PUD (“the PUD™),
which approved a mixed. use development with a broad range of retail, office, residential,
mstitutional and conservation uses on approximately 354 acves located at the southeast quadrant
of Baymeadows Road and State Road 9A. The PUD was originally approved by Ordinance
2001-1247-E, a copy of which is antuched as Exhibit J. The PUD site plan designated four
development parcels labeled 1-4. Since the PUD was approved, Parcel 2 has been developed
with multifamity uses, Parcel 3 has been entitled for a church use pursuant o Ordinance 2007-
738-E (which also approved u furure high school on adjacent property), and Parcel 4 has been
developed with a single family residential subdivision. An administrative modification in 2009
wodified the limitation on subdivision of Parcel |, which_remains undeveloped

1. SPECIFICS OF PROPOSED CHANGE

This application seeks to incorporate the 1.06 ucre parcel described in Exhibit 1 to this
application (the “Property™) into the PUD. The Property is depicted on the concepiual site plan
altached as Exhibit E (the “Site Plan™). The permitted uses and development standards for the
Property will be the same as for Purcel 1 of the PUD, except as set forth otherwise herein. The

A maximum of two (2) freestanding monument signs will be allowed on the Property. A
freestanding double-sided monument sign up Lo thirty (30) feet in height from grade and up o
one hundred sixty (160) square Feer (each side) in arca will be permitted al the intersection of
Baymeadows Road East and R.G. Skinner Parkway, approximately at the location depicted as
"1 on the Site Plan.  This sign shall be project identification “wayfinding” signage for
commercial parcels within the PUD on the north side of Skinner Parkway that do not have
frontage on Baymeadows Road East. The height and area of this sign is justified by rthe Fact that
the Baymeadows Road/Skinner Parkway intersection is signalized, and is the only means by
which southbound traffic on Baymeadows Road may access those commercial parcels north of

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Skinner Parkway that do not have frontage on Buymeudows Road, as the Annie Eliza
Road/Baymeadows Road intersection is “right in, right out only,” and southbound Baymeadows
tralfic cannot wm into the PUD parcels Lhere. Accordingly, the “FI” signage needs o be
prominent (o alert southbound tratfic to turn at the Skinner Parkway intersection to access the
businesses advertised on the sign.

Additionally, a freestanding double-sided monument sign up to twenty (20) feet in height

from grade and up to one hundred twenty (120) square feel (each side) in area will be permitted
approximately at the location shown as “F2” on the Site Plan. This sign shall be a parcel
identification sign for the use(s) developed on the Property.

Multiple tenants and/or uses may be identified on these signs without regard (o property
ownership boundaries that may exist among the individual uses. The signs shall be
architecturally compatible with the project or buildings represented. The signs may be internally
or externally illuminated. The “F27" sign may utilize LED lights. On the Properry, wall signage
facing rthe public right-of-way will be permitied and will not exceed ten (10) percent of the
square footage of the occupincy frontage or respective side of the building abutting a public
nght-ef-way. In addition (10 wall signs, awning signs and under canopy signs are permitted. One
(1) under the canopy sign per occupancy is permitied not exceeding a maximum of ten (10)
square feel in area per side; provided, any square footage wtilized for an under the canopy sign
shall be subtracted from the allowable square footage that can be utilized for wall signs.

Becavse the signs are architectural features intended to be compatible with and
complimentary of the buildings in the PUD, they will be located in structures or frames that are
part of the architecture of the project. Accordingly, sign area for all such signs as well as wall,
awning, and under the canopy signs, shall be computed on the basis of the smallest regular
geomelric shape encompassing the ourtermost individual letters, words, or numbers on the sign.

All ather provisions of the PUD, as amended. shall remain in effect.
