WHEREAS, Home Depot USA, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 16.10( acres located in Council District 2 at 12721 Atlantic Boulevard between Girvin Road and Hickory Creek Boulevard West (R.E. No(s). 165265-0055), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 13, 2012 and written description dated April 13, 2012 for the Home Depot (Atlantic and Girvin) PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject Property, as defined in Exhibit | (RE Parcel # 165263-0033). is approximately 16.1 acres
and currently developed with a Home Depot retail store (consisting of a fully enclosed retail store of
approximately 108.360 square feet and a garden center of approximately 25.004 square feet). The
parent tract was originally rezoned to PUD by Ordinance 2000-1046-E on December 12, 2000.

L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT PROJECT DESIGN

The following information constitutes the written description of the intended plan of
development for the Home Depot Girvin Road PUD. The PUD shall allow for commercial use
consistent with the Future Land Use Map designation. The real estate is located on the north side of
Atlantic Boulevard west of Girvin Road. The parcel is 18.51 acres in size. The site is currently
designated Commercial General (CGC) on the Future Land Use Maps and currently zoned partially
CCG-1 and partially PUD. The PUD currently controlling approximately 11.6 acres of the site is
described in Ordinance 89-472-263. The site is proposed to be developed as a retail facility with
two (2) outparcels.

1L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LAND USE RESTRICTIONS

Attached hereto is a conceptual site plan indicating the allowed development on the site. The
site plan details a retail facility of approximately 108,000 square feet (main building), an outdoor
retail garden center of approximately 25,000 square feet, 13,275 square feet of outdoor seasonal sales
and two (2) commercial outparcels. The site plan details the location of off site retention (to the rear
of the site). The uses on the designated outparcels shall be in excess of the square footage noted
above for the main building. The site plan is conceptual in nature. Existing silvaculture activities on
the property shall be allowed to continue until such time as the site is developed into a retail use.

A. Permitted Uses and Restrictions

1. Permitted Uses. A portion of the site is currently controlled by the provisions of a
Planned Unit Development set forth in Ordinance 89-472-263. Those uses are generally the uses
allowed in the current CCG-1 zoning district. While the uses permitted in the previous written
description are consistent with those uses proposed for this site, for clarity the terms of the previous
written description shall no longer apply and are superceded by this document.

The permitted uses on the site, in the approximately 108,000 square foot retail facility, garden
center and seasonal sales area as well as the outparcels, shall be as follows:

(1)  Retail sale of food and drugs, wearing apparel, toys, sundries and notions, books and
stationary, leather goods and luggage, jewelry, art, cameras or photographic supplies,
sporting goods, hobby shops and pet shops, musical instruments, floors, door shops,
delicatessens, bakeries, home furnishings and appliances (including repair incident to
sales), office equipment, furniture, antiques, hardware, new automobile parts and
accessories, and similar uses;
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(2) Service establishments such as barber or beauty shops, shoe repairs, restaurants,
interior decorators, reducing salons or gymnasiums, self-service laundry or dry
cleaners, tailors or dressmakers, laundries or dry cleaning pickup stations, radio and
television repair shops, travel agents, employment offices, home equipment rental
and sales, and similar uses;

3) Banks (including drive-thru tellers), loan companies, mortgage brokers, stock brokers
and similar financial institutions;

4) All types of professional and business offices;

(5)  Commercial and/or recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys,
.swimming pools, indoor skating rinks, theaters, and similar uses;

(6)  Daycare centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and development -
criteria set forth in Part 4;

) Establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for
off-premises consumption or for on-premises consumption with the service of food
which is ordered from a menu and prepared or served for pay or consumption on
premises;

(8) Retail plant nurseries including specifically the outdoor retail garden center of
approximately 25,000 square feet shown on the site plan;

(9)  Establishment or facility which includes retail sale or service of all alcoholic
beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-
premises consumption or both, including permanent or restricted outside sale and
service meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part
4 by exception;

(10) Service station, service garages for minor repair and car washes; and

(11) restaurants with the outside sale or service of food meeting the performance
" standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Sale, service and display, preparation and storage shall be conducted completely within an
enclosed building except for the garden center and seasonal sales areas, however, the expansion of an
outdoor area for sale, service, display and preparation shall be allowed as a minor modification to the
PUD. In addition, all uses permitted or permissible by right or exception within this current CCG-1
zoning district as provided in §656.313

of the Zoning Code will be allowed withinrtire property upon approval of a revised site plan as a
minor modification to the PUD pursuant to the provisions of the Jacksonville Zoning Code so long
as such uses comply with the standards and requirements of the CCG-1 zoning category.

B. PUD Development Standards

1. Minimum lot and building requirements. The minimum lot size, lot width,

maximum lot coverage and building height and minimum yarq requirements shall be as set forth in

_the current CCG-1 zoning district pursuant to the provisions of §656.313 of the Jacksonville Zoning
Code.

2. Parking and Leading Requirements. Parking and Loading Requirements of the
City of Jacksonville as set forth in §656.605 of the current Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville
shall apply. '

3. Vehicular Access. Access to the site will be off Atlantic Boulevard and Girvin
Road as shown on the site plan. The location of all access points and driveway connections may
vary, however the final location shall be subject to the review and approval of the City of
Jacksonville Traffic Engineer. Significant changes to the access points shall require approval by the
City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

4. Retention. Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and
all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water Management
District. The off site stormwater detention area as shown on the site plan may serve additional
property in accordance with the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and St. Johns River Water
Management District. The site plan depicts the general location of the off site stormwater detention
on the area, however relocation of such stormwater detention shall be permitted upon final site
design provided the stormwater detention area meets the standards and requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District. Currently, the area of retention
shown on the site plan is used by the Florida Department of Transportation and others by right of
easement.

II. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES
The following design guidelines shall be incorporated in the project:

A.  Landscaping

As a result of new construction by the Florida Department of Transportation and
implementation of bus loading points on Atlantic Boulevard, landscaping on the site shall be in
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accordance with the requirements of the current City of Jacksonville Landscape and Tree Protection
Ordinances as opposed to previous conditions on the site. Notwithstanding the provisions of Part 12
of the Jacksonville Zoning Code, the location of project landscaping may vary from the strict

requirements of such Part and be relocated to alternative placement to provide for improved site
" design and function.

B. Signage

The number, location, size and height of signage to be located upon the property shall
be in accordance with the Sign Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for the Commercial
Neighborhood zoning classification. However, variation from the strict requirements of the
§656.1301 of the Jacksonville Zoning Ordinance shall be permitted to allow for identification and
directional signs subject to review by the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the following signage is authorized by the terms of this
written description:

(a) frontwall - one (1) set 5' tall *“The Home Depot™; 3' x 58’ tagline to read:
Florida's Home Improvement Warehouse; 2’ tall “Contractor Pick Up”; 3' x
10" “Tool Rental Center” and 2' tall “Nursery”

(b)  one(1)12'x 12'sign 35 feet in height at Atlantic Boulevard entrance (Home
Depot)

(c) one (1) 8 x 8' sign 20 feet in height at Girvin Road entrance (Home Depot)
C.  Utilities

The property will be served by City of Jacksonville Water and Sewer. Electric power
to the site will be provided to the property by the Jacksonville Electric Authority.

D. Noise Abatement

All exterior speakers or audio transmission devices used on or about the project will
be situated and operated at volumes which are not excessive in relationship to the surrounding
residential zoning districts and shall be located so as to not impact said residential districts.

E.  INumination

Lighting Standards shall be oriented so as to localize illumination onto the project.
The quantity of illumination shall be controlled so as to minimize unreasonable interference or
impact with residential zoning districts.
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F. Concurrenc _

The Owner has a pending application for 2 Memorandum of Agreement and
Development Agreement to provide required transportation capacity for the property pursuant to the
Ordinance Code.

G.  Visual Barriers
A visual barrier eight (8) feet in height shall be erected along the westerly border of
the site from the north border of the site to the north border of outparcel A. This barrier shall consist

of a masonry wall at locations adjacent to the main building. No visual barrier shall be required
along the northerly border of the site.

H. Outparcel Architectural Compatibility
The architecture of all outparcel construction shall be reviewed and approved by the
Planning and Development Department to assure architectural compatibility with the main structure
on the site. : -

IV. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

The proposed project allows for retail sale. The project design is in harmony with the
purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code. The design and layout of the PUD is:

1. Creative in its approach through the use of natural features of the site;

2. More desirable than would be possible through strict application of the
minimum requirements of the Jacksonville Zoning Code;

3. More efficient and will have lower development costs;

4. Compatible with surrounding land uses, including the existing retail
development; and

5. Supportive of the property values and a substantial improvement of the
quality of development on the property as of the date hereof.
