ORDINANCE 2012-295
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING THE INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY BOAT RAMP LOCATED AT 2510 SECOND AVENUE NORTH, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13, THE “MCCUE PARK AND BOAT RAMP”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Mike McCue was a life-long Beaches resident and public servant who was senselessly murdered on February 9, 2011 while planting a bush in his front yard; and 

WHEREAS,
Mr. McCue began his career of public service with the Jacksonville Beach Parks Department, Public Works Department and ultimately became a member of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department; and

WHEREAS,
McCue’s public service continued as a Department of Defense subcontractor, he trained military personnel on how to detect and disarm improvised explosive devices; and

WHEREAS,
hundreds of purple ribbons adorned the light poles, signs and businesses throughout the Beaches and Greater Jacksonville area and over 1,600 individuals packed the Beaches Methodist church the day of McCue’s memorial service to show their respect and to honor his memory; he was dearly loved in the Beaches community and will be truly missed; and 

WHEREAS,
immediately after Mike's passing, a Facebook page was started to honor him, which quickly grew to over 900 members wanting to reach out and to commemorate Mike, by the planting of trees and/or shrubs that he was planting at the time of his death; and

WHEREAS,
several of Mike's friends formed a non-profit (The McCue Boat Ramp Foundation), and after several meetings, came up with an idea to refurbish the Intracoastal Waterway Boat Ramp, located at 2510 Second Avenue North and the idea grew into the McCue Park and Boat Ramp project; and

WHEREAS,
Mike grew up just a few blocks north of the Boat Ramp, spending much of his free time on the water; the boat ramp was one of his favorite destinations; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Park Renamed.
The city boat ramp located at 2510 Second Avenue North, Jacksonville Beach, Florida in District 13, formerly known as the Intracoastal Waterway Boat Ramp, is hereby renamed “McCue Park and Boat Ramp”.

Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
