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FINANCE AMENDMENT

The Finance Committee offers its second amendment to File No. 2012-297:
(1) On page 1, lines 5 through 15, strike the title in its entirety and insert the following:

“AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $100,000.00, FROM THE FIRST COAST HIGH SCHOOL POOL PREVIOUSLY APPROPRIATED IN 2006-901-E, TO BE USED BY THE NORTH FLORIDA TRANSPORTATION PLANNING ORGANIZATION FOR FUNDING CONTRIBUTIONS TOWARD THE BRADDOCK/JIA FUTURE RAIL CORRIDOR ASSESSMENT FEASIBILITY STUDY; REQUESTING THE ADMINISTRATION TO DO AN RFP FOR A FEASIBILITY STUDY TO DETERMINE (1) THE EXPECTED COST OF CONSTRUCTION OF THE PROPOSED POOL PROJECT AT FIRST COAST HIGH SCHOOL AND (2) THE ANNUAL COST OF MAINTAINING AND OPERATING THE PROPOSED POOL AT FIRST COAST HIGH SCHOOL, AND (3) THE ECONOMIC IMPACT ON THE COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT DISTRICT ASSOCIATED WITH FIRST COAST HIGH SCHOOL; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”
(2) On page 1, line 24, strike “$4,363,190.00” and insert “$100,000”;
(3) On page 1, lines 26 and 27, strike the lines in their entirety and insert the following:

Braddock/JIA Future Rail Corridor
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$100,000.00”
(4) On pages 1 and 2, strike Section 3 in its entirety and insert a new Section 3 to read as follows:
“Section 3.
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding assistance to the TPO to be used to contribute to the costs of a feasibility study for the Braddock/JIA Future Rail Corridor assessment, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.”
(5) On page 2, after the conclusion of Section 3 insert a new “Section 4” to read as follows:
“Section 4.  RFP for feasibility study requested. The Administration is hereby requested to prepare and implement by August 24, 2012, a Request for Proposals (RFP) for a feasibility study to determine (1) the expected cost of construction of the proposed pool project at First Coast High School and (2) the annual cost of maintaining and operating the proposed pool at First Coast High School, and (3) the economic impact on the Community Redevelopment District associated with the proposed pool at First Coast High School. The Council shall work closely with the Administration in the development of the appropriate Request for Proposal and the procurement of the feasibility studies.”

(6) Renumber the remaining paragraphs.
(7) On line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

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Task 5.4—Future Rail Corridor Assessment (Phase 2) (North Fiorida TPOQ)

Objective: The purpose of this study is to conduct a feasibility study of locating a new alignment for an
east/west rail line connecting the CSX Kingsland Subdivision service line (east of 1-95) and the CSX
Mainline located west of US 1 approximately 10.5 miles to the west. This corridor is generally referred
to as the Braddock/JIA Corridor and encompasses a wide study area on the north and south sides of
Jacksonville International Airport (JIA).

Previous Work: This corridor was identified in the TPQ’s Future Roil Corridor Study (August 2011)
which recommended it be advanced to the project feasibility phase. Previous studies include the North
lacksonville Marine Terminals Multi-Modal Impact Study (JAXPORT); integrating Economics with Freight
Mobility (NFTPQ}; and Intermodal Container Transfer Facility {ICTF) TIGER IIl Grant.

Methodology: The project will include the assessment and development of alternative rail alignments
within a study area and include the following study components:

s Review of previous studies and ongoing related rail, port and transportation effarts;
® Stakeholder and public participation to include land owners, agencies, operators;

o Conceptual engineering of rail alignments and affected infrastructure;

* Land use assessment related to rail infrastructure proximity and compatibility;

s Next steps

Conducting this assessment within the context of emerging trends in freight movement and recent
developments such as the ICTF, North Florida Freight, Logistics & Intermodal Plan, and several
transportation improvement projects near the marine terminals is an important aspect to this study.
The continued momentum of infrastructure planning and implementation is critical to building on the
success of this industry sector and our region’s economic competiveness.

End Product: The final report will include a comparative evaluation of the alternatives developed and
stidied in the assessment and will detail recommendations for next steps for local, regional and state
agencies regarding plans and policy changes.
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
