RESOLUTION 2012-312-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE ROTARY CLUB OF JACKONVILLE ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 100TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
service organizations are noteworthy components in any community’s commitment to civic endeavors that improve the lives of everyone throughout the community; and

WHEREAS,
for 100 years, Jacksonville has been fortunate in having the Rotary Club of Jacksonville in the vanguard  as an exemplary service organization whose leadership and contributions to countless causes have been widely-recognized and greatly appreciated; and

WHEREAS,
on February 13, 1912, fourteen individuals met at the Windsor Hotel in downtown Jacksonville and became charter members of a newly organized Rotary Club of Jacksonville; George Clark, an old friend and former employer of the Rotary Club’s founder, Paul Harris, became the Jacksonville club’s first president; by the end of 1912, there were 71 members
; and
WHEREAS,
as a Centennial gift to the City of Jacksonville and North Florida, the Rotary Club of Jacksonville, with the assistance of 31 area rotary clubs and three foundations, raised a half million dollars to purchase the Rotary Centennial St. Vincent’s Mobile Outreach Clinic, a mobile clinic that will serve 5 counties in Northeast Florida; and

WHEREAS,
helping people and communities through outreach and charitable work is at the core of the Rotary Club’s strength and that outreach and work has resulted in raising nearly $1,000,000 for the Africa Mercy Ship, ringing the bell for the Salvation Army’s kettle drive for over 40 years, helping to eradicate polio through donations to the Rotary Foundation and a commitment in support of the Bill Gates Polio Challenge and donating over $2,000,000 to local non-profit charitable organizations since 1952; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Rotary Club of Jacksonville on the occasion of its 100th Anniversary and extends its best wishes for continued successes in the years ahead.
