AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 7.76+ ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 ON san pablo parkway BETWEEN beach boulevard and j. turner butler boulevard (R.E. NO(s). 167069-0025 and 167452-0000), AND OWNED BY estuary corporation, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM industrial business park (IBP) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR san pablo town center/village PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2012C-005; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2012C-005 and companion land use Ordinance 2012-327; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2012C-005, an application to rezone and reclassify from Industrial Business Park (IBP) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paul M. Harden, Esquire on behalf of Estuary Corporation, the owner of approximately 7.76+ acres of land of certain real property in Council District 3, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 7.76+ acres of land (R. E. Nos. 167069-0025 and 167452-0000) is located in Council District 3 on San Pablo Parkway between Beach Boulevard and J. Turner Butler Boulevard, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Estuary Corporation.  The applicant is Paul M. Harden, Esquire, 501 Riverside Ave., Suite 901, Jacksonville, Florida 32202; (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2012C-005, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Industrial Business Park (IBP) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated April 20, 2012 and the site plan dated October 24, 2012 for San Pablo Town Center/Village PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial and office uses.

Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged pursuant to Section 163.3187, Florida Statutes; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 7.76 acres of property from IBP-1 1o PUD. The
parcel is focated on San Pablo Parkway between Sam Yepez Road and Beach Boulevard.

The subject property is curently owned by Estuary Corporation and is more particularly
desceribed in the legal description attached as Exhibit | 1o this application. The property has a
current land use designation ol Business Park (BP) and is zoned 1BP-1. The property is currently
vacant. A CGC land use designation is proposed.  Surrounding uses include: vacant Business
Park lands proposed for development as Low Density Residential, an RPE PUD which is
generatly currently vacant and a Business Park developed. generally. to the south.

A site plan of the town center use is attached hercto as Exhibit “F7. A detailed plan may he
provided as a minor modification, in accordance with the timing of development needs of the
arca. Amended site plans may be approved for the commercial use by minor modification. As
shown on the site plan and location. the town center use is designed to provide integrated
development and complementary uses 1o the surrounding property.  An aerial photo is attached
as Exhibic #H™.

11. DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA FOR TOWN CENTER/VILLAGE PUD

Sct torth below are the permitted uses and corresponding development for a multi-family
apartiment use:

PUD_Entrance Sien: The PUD shall be permitted two double-faced (or
two single-faced) externally or internally illuminated monument entrance
sign(s), not ta exceed 200 square feet in area per sign lace and 235 feet in
height along San Pablo Parkway. A PUD identity sign which will be a
subdivision like entrance sigh and will include a common development
name lor the proposed town center shall be permitted. Multiple uses
within the PUD may be idenufied on the PUD entrance sign.

Parcel Identity Signs: Parcels More Than_ 3 Acres: Fach parcel within the
PUD of more than 3 acres shall be permitted one double-faced (or two
single-faced)externally or internally illuminated monument sign. not to
exceed 100 square feet inares per sign face wnd 13 Feet in height, at cach
parcel’s primary entrance. Multiple developments and/or uses within each
parcel may be identified on the respective parcel identity sign.

Parcel identity Signs: Parcels Less Than 3 Acres: Each parcel within the
PLID of less than 3 acres shall be permitted one double-faced or single-
faced externally or mternally illuminated monument sign up to 50 feet in
area per sign face and 13 feet in height. Multiple tenants within one
building or a connected series of buildings may be identilied on one sign.

Wall Signs. Canopy Siens. and Other Inerior Signs:  Wall signs are
permitied and shall not exceed 10 percent of the square footage of the
occupaney lrontage or respective side of the building abutting a public
right-of-way or approved private street. One under canopy sign per
occupancy not exceeding a maximum of' § square feet in area is permitied;
provided, however. any square tootage utilized for an under the canopy
sign shall be subtracted from the allowable square footage that can be
utihized for wall signs. Divectional signs. real estate signs and construction
signs are permitted.

Temporary Signs: Temporacy signs shall be permitted along San Pablo
Road that announces the selling or leasing of homes, rentals or other
products within the project or adjoining projects.

Changing message devices are prohibired.

Vehicular Access: Access will be by San Pahlo Parkway. Cross access will be
encouraged between adjacent parcels and/or out parcels. Prior to verification of
substantial compliance with this PUD. the location and design of all access points
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
