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ORDINANCE 2012-348-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING DUVAL ROAD EXTENDING EAST FROM I-95 TO MAIN STREET NORTH TO “MAX LEGGETT PARKWAY” LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11; RENAMING DUVAL ROAD EXTENDING WEST FROM I-95 TO THE EASTERN TERMINUS OF AIRPORT ROAD TO “AIRPORT ROAD” LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; REQUIRING INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT FOR FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) SIGNAGE COSTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Max Leggett was born in Jacksonville, graduated from Andrew Jackson High School, earned a degree from Jacksonville University, and served in the Florida Air National Guard for many years; and


WHEREAS, after beginning his working life as a barber, Mr. Leggett served the citizens of Jacksonville for 31 years in the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department, rising to the rank of Battalion Chief before his retirement in 1991; and


WHEREAS, Max Leggett retired from the department after winning a seat on the City Council representing District 11, the City’s geographically largest Council district covering a huge swath of the city from Mayport in the east, around the Northside, to Maxville and Baldwin in the far west; and 


WHEREAS, during his two terms on the City Council, until his retirement in 1999 due to term limits, Mr. Leggett served on all of the Council’s committees, served a term as Council President Pro Tem for the 1995-96 Council year, served on Special Committees on Cecil Field Redevelopment and Stormwater Management, and represented the Council on the Jacksonville Zoo Board, always effectively advocating for the needs of Jacksonville’s most rural district and serving as a champion for public safety needs; and


WHEREAS, throughout his career with the Fire and Rescue Department, on the City Council and afterwards, Max Leggett also served the community in a wide variety of other ways, ranging from teaching Sunday school for many years to his membership in the Rotary Club, Northside Businessmen’s Club, Northside Civic Association and others, to his involvement with the Baptist Children’s Home and Safe Harbor Boys Home; and


WHEREAS, in recent years, Mr. Leggett devoted himself to a prison counseling ministry, visiting jail and prison inmates to give spiritual guidance and encouragement to help the prisoners reform their lives; and


WHEREAS, the City was saddened to learn of Max Leggett’s passing on September 28, 2009, and wishes to commemorate his long career of dedicated service to the citizens and the City of Jacksonville;
WHEREAS, on February 2, 2011, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee reviewed, and made a determination to change the name of Duval Road, extending east from I-95 to Main Street North, to “Max Leggett Parkway” and also to change the name of Duval Road extending west from I-95 to the eastern terminus of Airport Road to “Airport Road”.  The Recommendation and a copy of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee minutes are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, on January 26, 2011, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 2; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name from Duval Road to “Max Leggett Parkway” between I-95 and Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the short section of roadway between the eastern terminus of Airport Road and I-95 is hereby renamed “Airport Road” to create a continuation of Airport Road from the airport to I-95 and thus avoid confusion; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. Duval Road Renamed.  The name of Duval Road on the section of roadway that extends easterly from I-95 to Main Street, in Council District 11 is hereby renamed “Max Leggett Parkway”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. The name of Duval Road on the section of roadway that extends westerly from I-95 to the eastern terminus of Airport Road is hereby renamed “Airport Road”.  A copy of the map of Duval Road in the affected area is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Section, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the U.S. Postal Service and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Waiver of Section 745.105(e)(2). Section 745.105(e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the naming of honorary designations after persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the street renaming in honor of Max Leggett as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is due to the untimely passing of Max Leggett a prominent community activist whose legacy involved the overall Jacksonville community.
Section 4.   Indemnification for FDOT Costs. The provisions of Section 1 above are contingent and conditioned upon Signature Parkway, LLP providing to the City a letter agreement, in a form acceptable to the Office of General Counsel, interpreting the fair share agreement approved in Ordinance 2008-300-E and amended in Ordinance 2012-101-E, in a manner that requires Signature Parkway, LLP to indemnify the City of Jacksonville for any reasonable signage costs passed through to the City of Jacksonville from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), associated with the renamings of the entire roadway approved in Section 1, both east and west of I-95.
Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Reason for Change: This street name change is in recognition of the

significant contributions that Max Leggett has
made to the City of Jacksonville. The name
change is also for the purpose of removing
confusion at the location where Airport Road
changes to Duval Road.

Max Leggett

Max Leggett served in the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department for 31 years
rising to the rank of Battalion Chief. He retired from service after winning a seat
on the City Council representing District 11. He served two terms on the City
Council and during that time served on all Council Committees and served as
Council President during the 1995-1996 Council Year. He also served on
various special committees including Cecil Field Redevelopment, Storm Water
Management and represented the Council on the Jacksonville Zoo Board. Mr.
Leggett passed away on September 28, 2009

Duval Road

Currently Duval Road is comprised of 4 distinct road segments. Map 1 identifies
the current alignment of Duval Road and the 4 segments. Three of the segments
exist in the area of the proposed street name changes. The three segments
include a north/south running segment of Duval Road (not included as part of this
street renaming legislation) that extends from Biscayne Boulevard/Pecan Park
Road to Airport Road. At the Airport Road intersection Duval Road turns 90
degrees and runs east/west so that the east west ROW changes from Airport
Road to Duval Road at this location.

Duval Road maintains this predominately east/west direction and continues east
beneath |-95 to the intersection of Airport Center Drive and Duval Road. At this
location Duval Road turns and runs predominately north/south once again until it
reaches its terminus at Main Street North.

Road

Address Changes

There are 7 properties that abut the east/west running section of Duval Road
between |-95 to Airport Road. The 4 properties located on the north side of the
road (properties addressed at 14679, 14691, 14697, and 14701 Duval Road) will
all be required to change their address as a result of this name change.

There are 3 properties located on the south side of Duval Road at this location
and of these properties, the property addressed at 14670 Duval Road (Crown
Plaza Hotel) is clearly only accessed from the north/south running segment of
Duval Road and should maintain a Duval Road address. This property is
currently addressed at 14670 Duval Road and may be able to maintain this
address as long as the address range for this north/south running segment of
Duval Road will need to be extended to include this address number.

The property located at the corner of Duval Road and Duval Road (Sunoco Gas
Station) is accessed from both roadways. This property is addressed at 14690
Duval Road and also may be able to maintain this address as long as the
address range for the north/south segment is extended to include this address
number.
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The property addressed at 14680 Duval Road (Waffle House) is predominately
accessed from the east/west running segment of Duval Road therefore this
property would be required to change their address as a result of this street
name change. Based off of these findings a total of 5 address changes would be
required as a result of changing the name of this road segment.

Map 3 shows the address changes that will be required as a result of the name
change from Duval Road to Airport Road.
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Impacts to the Addressing Scheme

Duval Road is a predominately north/south running street and the address
numbering along the road segments represent the north/south address range.
The road segments in the vicinity of the street name change include address
range of 14500 (beginning at Ranch Road) to 14799 (ending at I1-95). The
address numbers increase as the road heads north and to the east.

Airport Road is an east/west running street and the address range of Airport

Road extends from 1100 to 1799 and the address numbers increase heading to
the west. The proposed renaming would not only allow the addressing along the
entire ROW, from 1-95 to the Airport, to be identified within same address range
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but would also allow the address number to increase in a single direction along

this length. Map 4 shows the existing address ranges.
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Map 5 identifies proposed changes to the address ranges.
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Impacts Associated with the name change from Duval Road to Max Leggett
Parkway

Address Changes

There are 27 parcels that either front or side on the portion of Duval Road that
extends east from 1-95 to Main Street North. Despite the number of parcels that
exist in this area there are only 5 structures that are currently occupied and
addressed from Duval Road. On the north/south running segment there are 3
residential uses addressed at 15402, 15424, 15442 Duval Road and 1
commercial use addressed at 15444 Duval Road. On the east/west running
portion there is a Mobil Gas Station and Convenience store and a Metro PCS
store addressed at 14958 Duval Road and 14958 Duval Road Unit 1. As a result
of the proposed name change to Max Leggett Parkway 6 addresses would be
required to change. Map 6 shows the address changes that will be required as a
result of this name change.

Impacts to the Addressing Scheme

Duval Road is a predominately north/south running street and the address
numbering in the vicinity of this street name change represent the north/south
address range. The road segments at this location include an address range of
15000 to 16199 and the address numbers increase heading east and then north.
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Airport Center Drive is an east/west running street and the address range of this
roadway extends from 1100 to 1789 and the address numbers increase heading
to the west. The proposed renaming would not have any impact to address
numbering along Duval Road or Airport Center Drive. Map 7 shows the existing
address ranges along Duval Road and Airport Center Drive.

Future Development

Plans for future development along the portion of Duval Road that extends from
Airport Center Drive to Main Street North includes the construction of a new
Shands North Hospital Campus and a proposed mixed use development being
called the Parkway Shops. The Shands Hospital Complex is proposed to include
a 300 bed hospital and approximately 850,000 square feet of medical office uses
located on approximately 68 acres. The Parkway Shops Development will
include an additional 375,000 square feet of commercial use and approximately
48 acres of light industrial use. Map 8 on the following page shows the proposed
future development along Duval Road/Max Leggett Parkway.
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These proposed developments are projected to generate additional 13,467 daily
trips along this segment of Duval Road. As a result of this significant increase in
traffic volume, engineering plans have been developed that provide for the
widening of the north/south running segment of Duval Road and for additional
modifications to the intersection of Duval Road and Airport Center Drive. The
proposed road improvements will create a stronger connection between the
east/west and north/south segments of Duval Road and will cause the primary
route leading from 1-95 to Main Street North to change from Airport Center Drive
to Duval Road. The proposed renaming would allow this primary traffic route to
continue to be identified under a single road name of Max Leggett Parkway.

Map 9 on the following page shows the realignment and widening that will occur
at the intersection of Duval Road and Airport Center Drive. The cross hatched
shading identifies the existing road alignment and width and the light gray
shading identifies the proposed roadway alignment and width.
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Determination by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The Committee determined that the proposed street name change would
eliminate confusion that currently exists at the location where Duval and Airport
Road intersect. Through this name change Duval Road would end at the Airport
Road intersection which would allow the length of ROW that extends from 1-95 to
the Airport to be identified under the single road name of Airport Road.

On the west side of [-95 the name change to Max Leggett Parkway would allow
single road name to be identified on the roadway that will function as the major
route from 1-95 to Main Street North. The Committee believes that 1-95 creates a
physical separation that promotes the use of separate road names at this
location and will help eliminate confusion for traffic exiting from 1-95.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Municipal Code and Compliance,
Property Appraiser’s Office, Information Technologies Division and United States
Postal Service. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing addressing
and street naming deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency
response, to coordinate with one another to promote consistency between all
entities that utilize addresses and to maximize the resources available to
promote these goals.

REPORT REGARDING A PROPOSED STREET NAME CHANGE

FROM THE HISTORIC PRESERVATION SECTION, PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT

Present Street Name: Luval Road
Proposed Street Name(s): Max Leggett Parkway and Airport Road

Location/Section: (1) Duval Road extending east from -95 to North Main
Street and (2) Duval Road extending west from 1-95 to the
eastern most terminus of Airport Road.

Reason for Change: This street name change is in recognition of the significant
contributions that former City Councilmember Max Leggett
has made to the City of Jacksonville. The name change is
also for the purpose of removing a confusion at the location
where Airport Road changes to Duval Road.

Recommendation: Approve

Consistent with Chapter 745 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code on addressing and sfreet naming
regulations, requests to rename streels require a review and recommendation from the Jacksonville Historic
Preservation Commission. In making a report and recommendation, the Commission shall address the
following criteria:

The origin of the street name

Any historical significance of the existing street name

Whether there are an historical structures or lkandmarks on the subject street
Whether existing sireet name is part of a common theme of street names
throughout the community where such street is located

The age of the street name

Whether the street name is a duplicate street name

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Duval Road is in an area of Jacksonville known as Duval City, which was platted in 1913.
The intersection of Duval Road and Main Street was the location of Duval City's train
station, referred to as Duval Station on numerous maps from the early 1900s. Duval
Road was not included on this plat or other early 20t century plats for the area. Thus, its
historical significance cannot be established at this time.

While no significance has been found to date regarding this section of “Duval Road,"
the area is part of Jacksonville's history and it is recommend the addition of a marker
noting the historic significance of the area and/or former Councilmember Max Leggett.
