ORDINANCE 2012-348
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING DUVAL ROAD FROM INTERSTATE 95 TO MAIN STREET (U. S. 17) IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 TO MAX LEGGETT PARKWAY; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 745.105(e)(2)(CHANGING NAMES OF PUBLIC STREETS), ORDINANCE CODE, DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVEOLOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Max Leggett was a longtime resident of Jacksonville, having graduated from Andrew Jackson High School and having earned a degree from Jacksonville University; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Leggett represented the city’s Northside for two terms from 1991 to 1999 on the City Council; and

 WHEREAS, prior to his election as City Council Member, Mr. Leggett worked for Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department for thirty-one years, serving as battalion chief at Fire Station 10 on McDuff Avenue; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Leggett was the first chief to respond to the 1987 fire at Lee High School and is credited with helping to save school; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Leggett was also a strong advocate for public safety, being instrumental in helping to get Fire Station 49 in Oceanway built to serve the residents of the area; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Leggett owned his own business, Leggett Construction Co., served in the Florida Air National Guard and was a Sunday school teacher at North Jacksonville Baptist Church, in addition to being a devoted husband, father and grandfather; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Leggett passed away on September 28, 2009 following a courageous battle with pancreatic cancer; and 

WHEREAS, in Ordinance 2008-300-E, the City approved an Amendment to Fair Share Assessment Contracts which provides for the funding of improvements to Duval Road from I-95 to Main Street (U.S. 17) and provides that a name change may be sought for the road; and
WHEREAS, eleven (11) of thirteen (13) landowners with addresses on Duval Road from I-95 to Main Street (U.S. 17)have petitioned to change the name of this road from Duval Road to Max Leggett Parkway; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission have reviewed the proposed name change and have recommended approval; and
WHEREAS, all provisions of Chapter 745, Ordinance Code, have been complied with except for Section 745.105(e)(2), which has been waived; and 

WHEREAS, City Council desires to further recognize Max Leggett as a man worthy of emulation and honor; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Waiver of Section 745.105(e)(2), Ordinance Code.  Section 745.105(e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the renaming of a public street after persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the renaming of Duval Road from Interstate 95 to Main Street to Max Leggett Parkway.
Section 2.

Duval Road Renamed.  The name of Duval Road from Interstate 95 to Main Street (U.S. 17) in Council District 11, is hereby renamed Max Leggett Parkway, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated.


Section 3.  Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning Department, Addressing Unit, attention Ellen Fales, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations.


Section 4.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
