RESOLUTION 2012-365
A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE STATE OF EMERGENCY PROCLAMATION BY THE MAYOR ON MAY 27, 2012; CONFIRMING COMPLIANCE WITH CHAPTER 674, ORDINANCE CODE; RECOGNIZING AND SUPPORTING THE MAYOR’S EMERGENCY POWERS DURING THE STATE OF EMERGENCY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on May 27, 2012, the Mayor rendered a proclamation pursuant to section 674.206, Ordinance Code to declare an emergency threat of natural disaster was imminent as a result of the existence of tropical storm Beryl and its projected path impacting the City; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 674.206, Ordinance Code, at the same time the Mayor issues his emergency proclamation concerning this potential natural disaster, he is required to convene a special meeting of the Council to describe the factual nature of the emergency, the area(s) of the City threatened by the emergency condition, and under what conditions the emergency status may be lifted; and
WHEREAS, once a state of emergency has been declared, Chapter 674, Ordinance Code authorizes and enumerates certain powers and duties to the Mayor during the pendency of the state of emergency; and

WHEREAS, the Council must confirm compliance with Chapter 674, Ordinance Code to facilitate receipt and use of federal funding and other assistance if needed to respond to the disaster condition; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

The Jacksonville City Council hereby confirms the Mayor has complied with all requirements of Chapter 674, Ordinance Code concerning the declaration of a state of emergency and recognizes and supports the Mayor’s authority to appropriately respond to the emergency condition represented by the presence of tropical storm Beryl and, if necessary, those efforts necessary to respond to its aftermath. 
Section 2.

Effective Date. This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
