Bill Summary: The bill expresses the City’s support for the application by Builders Care for designation of the eligibility of its housing rehabilitation program for participation in the state community contribution tax credit program.
Background Information: The Community Contribution Tax Credit allows corporations making contributions of cash or goods to approved not-for-profit organizations to take a credit against their corporate income taxes for the amount of the donation.  Builders Care is a program of the NEFBA whose mission is to provide home improvements, particularly to aid senior, disabled, low-income citizens to function more safely in their own homes.  The Planning and Development Department has certified that the planned building rehabilitation program is in compliance with the City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan.  
Policy Impact Area: Affordable housing support; neighborhood revitalization
Fiscal Impact: None to City; the action will assist corporate donors to the college historic rehabilitation project in qualifying for state tax credits.
