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RESOLUTION 2012-383-A
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY THE BUILDERS CARE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING IMPROVEMENTS TO THE PROPERTY OF THE ELDERLY, DISABLED AND TO ADVANCE AFFORDABLE HOUSING; PROVIDING FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; CERTIFYING PROJECT LOCATION WITH THE CITY’S ENTERPRISE ZONE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, it is estimated by 2030 nearly 200,000 units of affordable safe house will be required (JCCI  Housing Elements, July 2011) to replace the substandard housing units precariously occupied by elderly and/or disabled individuals who do not have resources or access to the assistance necessary to remedy the structures’ defects to a habitable condition; and


WHEREAS, Builders Care, a not-for-profit entity of the Northeast Florida Builders Association, was established to provide cost-effective construction services to low-income elderly and disabled residents and to other not-for-profit agencies charged with assisting Jacksonville’s most fragile individuals by engaging the expertise of the Northeast Florida Builders Association members, community volunteers and a dedicated staff;


WHEREAS, Builders Care was established in response to a JCCI study that quantified the affordable housing needs of the community and suggested partnerships and strategies to meet those needs that include increased partnering between public and private entities to address the housing needs of the community’s most vulnerable citizens; and


WHEREAS, since its inception in 2001, Builders Care has renovated more than 1,100 homes for Jacksonville’s most needy, through donations and volunteer efforts, private contributions and the financial support and project management expertise of the Northeast Florida Builders Association; and


WHEREAS, Builders Care has forged strong and on-going relationships with other community agencies such as Jacksonville Urban League, City of Jacksonville Code Enforcement Division, Jacksonville Area Legal Aid, the Florida Department of Children and Families, Independent Living, veterans agencies, City Council members and local pastors to identify individuals and families facing emergency conditions that require rapid response to issues posing a risk to health and safety; and


WHEREAS, Builders Care seeks to obtain funding through reputable and authorized organizations to continue meeting the ever-increasing needs of our most vulnerable citizens for safe, accessible and affordable shelter; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

City Council Support. The City of Jacksonville hereby supports the application by Builders Care to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program as a community action program.

Section 2.
  
Compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department certifies that the projects to be undertaken are consistent with local plans and regulations, including the City of Jacksonville’s Comprehensive Plan.
