Bill Summary: The resolution requests the restoration of the Sunset Limited Amtrak passenger service; it directs the Chief of Legislative Services to send a copy of the resolution to the President and Chief Executive Officer of the National Railroad Passenger Corporation and the Vice President of Government Affairs and Corporate Communications.
Background Information: The Sunset Limited is a passenger train that has run between Los Angeles and New Orleans.  From early 1993 through late August 2005, the train also ran east on New Orleans to Jacksonville, Florida.  Owing to the damages and lingering effects of Hurricane Katrina, the Florida-to-New Orleans suspended the Jacksonville leg.  The Passenger Rail Investment and Improvement Act of 2008 required Amtrak to submit a plan to restore passenger rail service between New Orleans and Jacksonville /Sanford.  The train tracks have all been repaired and freight train traffic has resumed.  Restoration of Amtrak train service of the Sunset Limited is important for Jacksonville’s economic development.
