A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING DUVAL COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS ATHLETIC DIRECTOR JOHN FOX UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, John Fox was born in Indiana, was a high school basketball player at Burney High School in Greensburg and earned his bachelor’s degree at Ball State University; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Fox came to Jacksonville as the boys’ basketball coach at Terry Parker High school for 10 years, after which he became the first athletic director and a coach at Mandarin High School when the school opened in 1990; and


WHEREAS, in 2000 John Fox became the Athletic Director for the Duval County Public Schools, where he oversees and coordinates the athletic programs of 22 middle schools and 17 high schools which compete in more than 11,000 individual athletic contests per year, as well as being heavily involved in tournament scheduling, athletic facility construction and maintenance, Title IX gender equity compliance, and a host of other duties; and 


WHEREAS, most recently Mr. Fox spearheaded the successful community fundraising efforts to save 12 sports from cancellation due to the school district’s extreme budget stress, rallying donors and advocating for the importance of athletics and its lessons of perseverance, fair play and teamwork in the educational process, and is helping to develop and coordinate the Save Our Sports Foundation; and


WHEREAS, John Fox is a past recipient of the Florida Athletic Coaches Association’s Professional Service Award and Life Membership Award, and was recently inducted into the Florida High School Athletic Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, as he prepares for retirement from a long and distinguished career, it is fitting that the City Council honor him for his outstanding contributions to athletics and to the youth of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore
