RESOLUTION 2012-392-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING BALDWIN MIDDLE/SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL COACH DOYLE HAMMOCK UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Doyle F. Hammock was born in Valdosta, Georgia, graduated from Baldwin Middle/Senior High School and earned his bachelor’s degree in physical education/science from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Hammock began working in the Duval County Schools in 1983, first as a science teacher for 9 years and then as a physical education/health teacher and coach for 21 years; and


WHEREAS, Coach Hammock coached the Baldwin varsity softball team for 27 years, the girls varsity basketball team for 12 years, the varsity football team for 10 years as an assistant coach and 9 years as head coach, and the varsity baseball team for 2 years as an assistant and 1 year as head coach, in addition to JV and middle school coaching over the years; and 


WHEREAS, Coach Hammock’s accomplishments include coaching the varsity softball team to 4 district championships and two regional runner-up finishes; leading the girls varsity basketball team to a district championship and a regional runner-up finish; guiding the varsity football team to two playoff appearances, being named district Coach of the Year twice, and being Baldwin’s nominee for the Tony Boselli Foundation’s Most Valuable Teacher/Coach Award; and


WHEREAS, Doyle Hammock has devoted 30 years of his professional life to Baldwin Middle/Senior High School as a teacher and coach, and is leaving a lasting legacy of success and devotion to the school and the Baldwin community; and

WHEREAS, as Coach Hammock prepares to retire from the school to which he has given so much of his life, it is fitting that the community recognize his accomplishments and contributions; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Honoring and Commending.
The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Coach Doyle Hammock upon the occasion of his retirement from Baldwin Middle/Senior High School, and thanks him for his decades of devotion to the school and its students.
