AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $5,156,731 IN FUNDS FROM SAVINGS IN SALARY AND SALARY-RELATED EXPENSES IN ORDER TO PAY OFF THE JSO’S BANKING FUND DEBT, WITH THE REMAINING BALANCE BEING RETURNED TO THE CITY TO OFFSET THE CITY’S FY 2012-2013 BUDGET GAP, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 12-078; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Office of the Sheriff has recognized $5.1 million in savings in FY 2012 salary and salary-related expenses due to sound fiscal management of the Sheriff’s Office; and


WHEREAS, the Sheriff proposes to use approximately $1.8 million of these savings to retire the current Office of the Sheriff banking fund debt; and


WHEREAS, this reduction of debt will lower operating costs by reducing the amount of debt principle in the Office of the Sheriff’s next fiscal year budget; and


WHEREAS, the Sheriff proposes to return the remaining balance of $3.3 million in savings to offset the City’s projected FY 2012-2013 budget gap; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

For the 2011-2012 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):
