Type of Action: Authorization to pursue historic preservation designation; request for emergency action
Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the Planning and Development Department to pursue a designation of the City as a Preserve America Community by the U.S. Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.  Emergency action is requested on the bill.
Background Information: The Preserve America Community designation is an initiative of the U.S. Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, the U.S. Department of the Interior and the U.S. Department of Commerce to encourage the protection, preservation and use of cultural and heritage assets to bolster the economic vitality of communities.  Pursuit of the designation and recognition and promotion of the City’s cultural and historic landmarks is consistent with the Historic Preservation Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.  Pursuit of the designation was a condition of receipt by the City of a State of Florida Historic Preservation Training Initiative Matching Grant that was used to stage a historic preservation conference several months ago.  The deadline for sending this resolution to Tallahassee as part of the application process for the designation is June 30, 2012, which is the reason for the emergency action request.
Policy Impact Area: Historic preservation
Fiscal Impact: Failure to apply for  the designation in a timely manner as required by the earlier grant agreement could subject the City to a requirement to repay the $20,000 grant received for the Preserve Jacksonville conference.
