RESOLUTION 2012-419-A
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PURSUIT OF THE DESIGNATION OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AS A PRESERVE AMERICA COMMUNITY AND EFFECTUATING THE DESIGNATION IF SUCH IS APPROVED; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Preserve America is a White House initiative developed in cooperation with the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, the U.S. Department of the Interior, and the U.S. Department of Commerce; and 

WHEREAS, the goals of this initiative include a greater shared knowledge about our Nation’s past, strengthened regional identities and local pride, increased local participation in preserving the country’s irreplaceable cultural and natural heritage assets, and support for the economic vitality of communities; and

WHEREAS, this initiative is compatible with our community’s interests and goals related to historic preservation, including the Historic Preservation Element in the City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the City’s Certified Local Government status; and

WHEREAS, designation as a Preserve America Community will improve our community’s ability to protect and promote its historical resources; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Application for Preserve America Community status.  The City, by and through its Planning and Development Department, Historic Preservation Section, will apply for the designation of the City as a Preserve America Community.

Section 2.

Effectuating the Preserve America Designation.  If the City receives the Preserve America designation, the City will effectuate that designation by celebrating our heritage, using our historic assets for economic development and community revitalization, and encouraging people to experience and appreciate local historic resources through education and heritage tourism programs. 

Section 3.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency.  Emergency passage of this Resolution is requested because it is a required document in the City’s Preserve America Community designation application, which is due June 30, 2012 under the City’s 2012 State of Florida Historic Preservation Training Initiative Matching Grant to receive the final installment of reimbursements for grant expenditures.  
Section 4.

Effective Date. This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
