RESOLUTION 2012-420-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE TRANSPORTATION CLUB OF JACKSONVILLE ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 100TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, innovations in modes of transportation grew by leaps and bounds in the United States in the late 19th and early 20th centuries when the regional and intercontinental railroads, the dominant means of land transport for nearly a century, were joined by the commercial development of the automobile, followed closely by the invention of the airplane; and


WHEREAS, as these new inventions combined with the railroads to create a transportation industry, proponents of the industry began to meet to discuss trends and ideas of mutual interest, and the first Transportation Clubs were developed in Detroit in 1903 and New York in 1906, followed by Chicago in 1907 and Montreal and Toronto in 1913; and


WHEREAS, the Transportation Club of Jacksonville, a registered chapter of Transportation Clubs International, is one of the City’s oldest civic organizations, and is dedicated to supporting and promoting education and business opportunities through scholarships and networking opportunities for transportation, logistics and supply chain professionals in Northeast Florida; and 


WHEREAS, the Transportation Club of Jacksonville provides an annual scholarship to a student in the UNF Logistics Program chosen by the faculty, and sponsors the annual dinner honoring all of the graduates from the UNF Logistics Program; and


WHEREAS, the Transportation Club of Jacksonville is particularly supportive of the local Ronald McDonald house as its permanent charity, and also contributes to various other charitable causes on a case-by-case basis, such as the Red Cross Haitian Earthquake Relief Fund, local food banks in Clay, Duval and St. Johns counties, and the Sandalwood High School Junior Civitans to support research into neurological disorders; and


WHEREAS, as Jacksonville makes a concerted effort to achieve its goal of becoming America’s Logistics Center, the transportation industry in all its aspects will become ever more important to Jacksonville’s economic future; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Transportation Club of Jacksonville on the occasion of its 100th anniversary and extends the club its best wishes for many years of continued growth and success.
