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ORDINANCE 2012-422
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING PORTIONS OF THE CITY’S DOWNTOWN AREA (LOCATED WITHIN THE CITY’S SOUTHSIDE AND NORTHBANK DOWNTOWN COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREAS CREATED PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 163 OF THE FLORIDA STATUTES) INVOLVING A PROPOSAL FOR CERTAIN COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENTS (SECURITY, MARKETING AND PROMOTION, EVENTS, HOSPITALITY, AMBASSADOR TEAMS, VISUAL IMPROVEMENTS, PARKING AND TRANSPORTATION MANAGEMENT, ADVOCACY, ETC.) TO BE PROVIDED BY DOWNTOWN VISION, INC., A FLORIDA NOT-FOR-PROFIT CORPORATION (“DVI”), WITH THE COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH SUCH COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENTS TO BE ASSESSED FOR MORE THAN ONE YEAR (A TERM OF SEVEN (7) YEARS) TO THE NON-EXEMPT PROPERTIES TO BE SPECIALLY BENEFITED; CONTAINING FINDINGS; APPROVING IMPROVEMENTS AND SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS INCLUDING APPROVING SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013; AUTHORIZING AN ENHANCED MUNICIPAL SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND DVI; COVENANTING TO BUDGET AND APPROPRIATE FOR THE SEVEN FISCAL YEARS, BEGINNING IN FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013, THE CITY’S SHARE OF THE COSTS OF THE COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENTS (APPROXIMATELY $229,747 FOR FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013, WITH SUBSEQUENT YEARS’ FUNDING BEING DETERMINED ON AN ANNUAL BASIS BY THE CITY); AND OF CERTAIN DOWNTOWN CLEANING SERVICES (APPROXIMATELY $81,913 FOR FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013, WITH SUBSEQUENT YEARS’ FUNDING BEING DETERMINED ON AN ANNUAL BASIS BY THE CITY; PROVIDING FOR THE COMPILATION AND PUBLICATION OF THE 2012-2013 PRELIMINARY AND FINAL ASSESSMENT ROLL (PRELIMINARY ASSESSMENT ROLL TO BE EQUALIZED UPON HEARING BEFORE THE COUNCIL’S FINANCE COMMITTEE AND APPROVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL); PROVIDING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING AND THE GIVING OF NOTICE TO ALL AFFECTED PROPERTY OWNERS AS REQUIRED BY SECTION 715.204 AND 715.205, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING SUPPORT FOR AND INTENT TO USE THE UNIFORM METHOD OF NON-AD VALOREM ASSESSMENTS FOR THE FIRST YEAR; CREATING A REQUIREMENT TO MAKE A NEW SPECIAL ASSESSMENT IF SPECIAL ASSESSMENT OMITTED OR HELD INVALID; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City is a consolidated municipality and county government for Duval County in the State of Florida, and has and may exercise the fullest extent of home rule powers conferred upon municipalities and chartered counties by Article VIII of the Florida Constitution and Chapters 125 and 166, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the Council, pursuant to Ordinance 1999-1175-E authorized the creation of a downtown business improvement district in the City of Jacksonville (the "District"); authorized the imposition of Special Assessments within the District; made certain findings of fact as to the benefit to be derived by property owners within the District; and authorized the execution by the City of an Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement (the "Original Agreement") between the City and Downtown Vision, Inc., a Florida not-for-profit corporation ("DVI"); and

WHEREAS, the Original Agreement had a term of five years expiring September 30, 2005; and
WHEREAS, the Council, pursuant to Ordinance 2005-785-E, approved the continuation of the Original Agreement by authorizing the City to enter into an Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement dated November 15, 2005 and approved by Council on November 15, 2005 (the “2005 Services Agreement”); and
WHEREAS, the 2005 Services Agreement has a term of seven (7) years which will expire on September 30, 2012 unless terminated or renewed prior to that date; and
WHEREAS, the 2005 Services Agreement was amended by First Amendment thereto dated February 20, 2008, for the purpose of substituting the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) for the Downtown Development Authority (“DDA”)as a party to the 2005 Services Agreement; and
WHEREAS, the JEDC has been abolished by Ordinance 2012-212-E, and its successor agency, the Office of Economic Development (“OED”), has been created by Council as the successor to JEDC; and  

WHEREAS, the Council and the OED have reviewed the performance of DVI during its seven-year contract term under the 2005 Services Agreement, have reviewed evidence of special benefits provided by DVI during its second term and the benefits to be provided by DVI during its proposed third term; and

WHEREAS, as required by Section 715.204, Ordinance Code, a special written notice to all affected property owners within the District has been provided and public hearings have been held by OED and the Council with respect to approval of the proposed Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement, (the "EMSA") a copy of which is on file with the Legislative Services Division; and

WHEREA, pursuant to the requirements of Section 715.205, a “Notice of Hearing to Impose and Provide for Collection of Non-ad Valorem Assessments” was published in the Financial News and Daily Record, a newspaper of general circulation in Duval County, a copy of which, with Proof of Publication attached, is on file with the Legislative Services Division; and

WHEREAS, such notices of hearings are determined by the Council to be sufficient for adequate and reasonable notice to all affected property owners; and

WHEREAS, the Council desires to enact the next year (2012-2013) of a special assessment for the continuation of the performance by DVI of the services and the community enhancements described in the Work Program attached hereto as Exhibit 1 (the “Work Program”), by utilizing the City’s home rule authority and other legal authority as set forth therein and herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council has reviewed the proposed Work Program and the 2012-2013 Special Assessments and budget of DVI to be provided by DVI in the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year pursuant to the EMSA and the 2012-2013 Special Assessments and budget of DVI and finds them to be an advancement of public purposes, beneficial to the assessed property owners within the District and compatible with the goals of the City’s Community Redevelopment Plans for the City’s downtown area; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the use of the uniform method of non-ad valorem assessments for the Special Assessments to be an appropriate and necessary means to undertake the services and administrative costs relating thereto in the District; and

WHEREAS, the proposed 2012-2013 Special Assessment and DVI budget have been reviewed and approved by the Council; and the Council finds the OED to be the proper City agency to make such findings due to the nature of the Work Program and the responsibility of the OED as the City’s designated Community Redevelopment Agency for the City’s Southside and Northbank Downtown Community Redevelopment Areas; now, therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Findings.

(a) The Project Services, as defined in the proposed Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement, will continue to improve and enhance the attractiveness, security and economic well-being of the City and the areas within the City’s three (3) community redevelopment areas (as authorized and existing in the City’s downtown area pursuant to City legislation exercising the powers set forth in Chapter 163, Florida Statutes) and the area within the City’s Enterprise Zone.

(b) Those adverse conditions existing in both the City’s three (3) community redevelopment areas and Enterprise Zone include problems relative to security and other matters which would be positively addressed by the proposed Work Program, thereby encouraging and attracting business and economic development in the City’s essential downtown area.

(c) The provision of the City’s funding as identified in this Ordinance and attachments/exhibits hereto is necessary and appropriate to make the Work Program economically and financially feasible; the amount of the City’s funding is fully justified by the extent of the public benefits to be derived from the Project Services, and the amount of the City’s funding is reasonable and not excessive.

(d) The authorizations provided by this Ordinance are for public uses and purposes for which the City may use its powers as a municipality and as a political subdivision of the State of Florida and may expend public funds, and the necessity in the public interest for the provisions herein enacted is hereby declared as a matter of legislative determination.

(e) This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 166 and Chapter 125, Florida Statutes, as amended, Chapter 715, Ordinance Code, the City’s Charter, and other applicable provisions of law.

(f) The Council finds that the relative benefits received by property owners in the District are proportional to their relative taxable values.

Section 2.  Improvements and Special Assessment.  The Council hereby evidences its support for the Work Program by authorizing the appropriation of the sums set forth in the DVI Budget Proposed for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 attached hereto as Exhibit 2 (the “Budget”).  The costs of the Work Program will be paid by Special Assessments (defined herein at Section 4 below) of the properties to be specially benefited (excluding tax exempt properties, governmental and City owned properties) by the Work Program, by payments by the City in lieu of assessments, as described in the EMSA, and by other contributions, grants and other revenues.  The specially benefited properties to be assessed are described and shown in Exhibit 3, dated June 12, 2012, attached hereto and by reference made part hereof.  Exhibit 3 is hereby determined to be an accurate Schedule of the specially benefited properties.  The Special Assessment estimated on Exhibit 3 was made based on the aggregate taxable value as of January 1, 2012 (the latest assessed values available at the time of introduction of this Ordinance in the Council), with ownership as shown on the latest available real property assessment roll prepared by the Duval County Property Appraiser of the specially benefited properties. For properties which have been subdivided subsequent to January 1, 2012, the Special Assessment will be prorated among such subdivided parcels based upon the taxable value of such parcels in the Duval County Property Appraiser’s records.

Section 3.  Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement.  The Council hereby approves the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are authorized to execute the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement, substantially in the form on file with the Legislative Services Division, with such changes therein as are hereinafter authorized by the City, OED and DVI.  The City is authorized to perform pursuant to the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement as so executed.  Furthermore, the OED, shall act as the City’s administrator for the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement. While the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement sets forth a seven (7) year term, each year’s Special Assessment shall continue to be subject to review and approval by the Council, and may be so reviewed and approved in the annual budget ordinance.


Section 4. Assessment/Funding.  Subject to annual approval of DVI’s budget and annual authorization of Special Assessments, the Council agrees to levy such assessments as described herein and in the EMSA on all non-residential and non-exempt properties within the District (the “Special Assessment”).  The Council hereby levies a Special Assessment for the Fiscal Year 2012-2013, in the amount of 1.1 mills of the 2011 taxable value against all non-exempt properties as identified on Exhibit 3.  The First Year’s (Fiscal Year 2012-2013) Budget anticipates a Special Assessment and City payment totaling approximately $1,041,148, comprised of property owners’ Special Assessments as shown on Exhibit 3 of $729,488, and City funding of $311,660, as shown on Exhibit 4 attached hereto and made a part hereof. The First Year’s Special Assessment per property shall be based upon the previous year’s taxable value of each of the non-exempt properties listed and described on Exhibit 3, as of January 1, 2012, multiplied by 1.1 mills.  The City funding shown on Exhibit 4 is based upon the 2011 taxable value of City-owned property in the District multiplied by 1.1 mills, plus the value of additional cleaning services.  The Special Assessments listed in Exhibit 3 are due as set forth in the annual ad valorem tax bill, with the initial payments anticipated with payment of ad valorem tax bills during November of 2012.  These amounts do not include a discount for early payment in the same percentages as apply to ad valorem taxes.

Section 5. Approval of City Financial Contribution.

For fiscal year 2012-2013, the Council hereby authorizes the funding of $229,747 (based on values shown on Exhibit 4 and $81,913 for payment to DVI for cleaning services to be performed by DVI for the City) from legally available funds of the City for expenditures by DVI in accordance with the Work Program as set forth in the EMSA.  The Council hereby recognizes that said funding must be irrevocably obligated and committed to fund the City’s obligations under the EMSA, as said City funding is defined and required in the EMSA.  The source of the appropriations of the above-stated funding, and all subsequent funding for the pertinent seven (7) year period, shall be subject to subsequent approval by the Council.

The City’s funding shall not be deemed to constitute a debt, liability, or obligation of the City or of the State of Florida or any political subdivision thereof within the meaning of any constitutional or statutory limitation, or a pledge of the faith and credit or taxing power of the City or of the State of Florida or any political subdivision thereof, but shall be payable solely from lawfully available funds. 

Section 6.  Preliminary/Final Assessment Roll.  The 2012-2013 preliminary assessment roll shall be compiled by OED, with the assistance of the Department of Administration and Finance and all other City Departments as requested by the OED or its successor agency.  The roll shall be maintained in the Legislative Services Division and shall be open to inspection during normal business hours by any interested persons.

Section 7. Public Hearing.  Once the 2012-2013 Preliminary Assessment Roll is on file with the Legislative Services Division, in addition to the standard public hearings held on all non-emergency legislation, a special public hearing shall be held before the Council’s Finance Committee at a meeting on August 7, 2012, in the Council Chambers at the time and on the date specified in the notices referred to in the Notice Section hereof.  At such public hearing, the Council’s Finance Committee shall equalize and adjust such Special Assessments on the basis of right and equity, and shall adopt, approve and recommend to the full Council for Council confirmation. 

Section 8.  Notice.

(a)Publication of Notice.  A Notice of the time, place, and purpose of such public hearing (the "Published Notice") in the form of Exhibit 5 attached hereto and made a part hereof, is hereby approved, with such changes as may be approved by the Office of the General Counsel and are appropriated for the 2012-2013 Special Assessment.  DVI is directed to cause the Notice to be given by not less than one (1) publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City at least one (1) week prior to each public hearing. Publication of such Notice shall be evidenced by affidavit of the publisher, which shall be filed by the JEDC, or its successor agency, with the Legislative Services Division.

(b)Mailing of Notice.  A Notice in the form of Exhibit 6 attached hereto and by reference made part hereof (the "Mailed Notice") is also hereby approved, with such changes as may be approved by the Office of the General Counsel.  DVI shall mail a copy of the Mailed Notice, containing the Special Assessment information with respect to each property, at least ten (10) days prior to the first public hearing by first class mail, postage prepaid, to each person owning property which is to be subject to the Special Assessment, at each such owner’s last known address as shown on the 2012-2013 Preliminary Assessment Roll (the names and addresses shown thereon having been obtained from the records of the Property Appraiser).  Proof of such mailing shall be made by affidavit of the President of DVI, and said proof shall be filed with the Legislative Service Division’s records/file for this ordinance, provided that failure to mail such Notice and statement shall not invalidate the proceedings hereunder.

Section 9. Support for Non-Ad Valorem Assessment.  For the reasons set forth herein, the Council hereby requests the Tax Collector’s cooperation and assistance in the placement of the 2012-2013 assessments on the ad valorem tax bills of the property owners pursuant to the uniform method of non-ad valorem assessments for more than one (1) year, and in the amounts, as set forth on the non-ad valorem Preliminary Assessment Roll shown on Exhibit 3, with the City to reimburse any costs or expenses of the Tax Collector as may be requested.

Section 10. Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the DVI Secretary, or his designee, are hereby authorized to execute the EMSA and all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith, and to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the EMSA and other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties, and further provided, that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee and all other appropriate official action required by law.  The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys and description of the Work Program and schedules of performance, all of which have no financial impact to the City.

Section 11. City Council Required to Make New Assessments Until Valid Assessment is Made if Special Assessment is Omitted or Held Invalid.  If any Special Assessment made under the provisions of this Ordinance to defray the whole or any part of the expense of the Work Program shall be either in whole or in part annulled, vacated or set aside by the judgment of any court or agency acting in a judicial or quasi-judicial capacity, or if the City Council shall be satisfied that any such Special Assessment is so irregular or defective that the same cannot be enforced or collected, or if the City Council shall have omitted to make such Special Assessment when it might have done so, the City Council shall take all necessary steps to cause a new assessment to be made for the whole or any part of the Work Program or against any property benefited by the Work Program, following as nearly as may be the provisions of this Ordinance and in case such first assessment shall be annulled, said City Council may obtain and make other assessments until a valid assessment shall be made.

Section 12. Expansion of Boundaries of District.  Should DVI decide to expand the boundaries of the District, the OED is instructed to conduct surveys and meetings and to otherwise take all action necessary to determine the feasibility of expanding District boundaries.  The OED shall report its findings to the Council and shall propose legislation to expand the District boundaries to those properties recommended by the JEDC or its successor agency.

Section 13. Capacity.  In adopting and enacting this Ordinance, the City is acting in its capacity as a consolidated municipal and county government, with all of the powers, including but not limited to home rule powers, that it has or is entitled to exercise under its charter and the constitution and laws of the State of Florida, and it is acting as a municipality as well as a county and a political subdivision of the State of Florida.  If any provision of this Ordinance, the EMSA or any obligation of the City hereunder or thereunder or pursuant hereto or thereto is within the powers of the City as a municipality but not as a county, or is within the powers of the City as a county but not as a municipality, the City is and shall be deemed to be acting in the capacity in which it has the greatest or broadest power to so act or which most fully supports and upholds the validity of such action.
Section 14.  Construction; Severability.  This Ordinance shall be construed and interpreted as nearly as practicable so as to uphold the validity of the provisions hereof. Nevertheless the provisions of this Ordinance are severable, and if any provision is determined to be invalid, unlawful or contrary to public policy, such provision shall be disregarded and the same shall have no effect upon any other provisions hereof, which other provisions shall continue in full force and effect. If any one or more of the provisions of this Ordinance should be held to be contrary to any express provision of law or to be contrary to the policy of express law, though not expressly prohibited, or to be against public policy, or should for any reason whatsoever be held invalid, then such provisions shall be null and void and shall be deemed separate from the remaining provisions of, and in no way affect the validity of, all the other provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 15.  Other Provisions.  To the extent that any other provisions of the Ordinance Code, the Charter or other provisions are in conflict with the purpose or provisions of this Ordinance or the EMSA, the provisions of this Ordinance and the EMSA shall supersede and govern.

Section 16.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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Role of Downtown Vision, Inc. (DVI)

Downtown Vision, Inc. (DVI) is primarily concerned with the management of Downtown. This includes
addressing day-to-day issues, examining and improving the public and pedestrian environments,
activating Downtown and marketing Downtown. Additionally, DVI advocates for broader policies relating
to the revitalization, redevelopment and operation of Downtown.

DVI operates the Downtown Improvement District, which includes the 90 blocks bounded by Broad St.,
Church St., Market St. and Prudential Dr. DVI's cleaning, safety, and beautification services and special
events and promotions are generally restricted to this area. However, DVI markets and advocates for the
entire city-defined Downtown area (bounded by State St., I-95 and the St. Johns River).

DVI Priorities
Downtown Vision, Inc. focuses on seven major areas of Downtown management:
I. Advocating for Downtown
II. Making Downtown cleaner, safer and friendlier
II1. Improving the public realm
IV. Producing and supporting special events and promotions
V. Marketing Downtown and communicating all Downtown has to offer
VI. Supporting Downtown stakehoiders
VII. Fundraising for DVI and Downtown

DVI FY 12/13 Work Program
The following work program has been developed based on the priorities identified by the DVI Board of
Directors and the property owners who fund DVI.

I. Advocating for Downtown
Be the primary advocate for initiatives and strategies to revitalize Downtown and advocate for Downtown
stakeholders to address their concerns.

1. Advocate for the recommendations outlined in the 2010 DVI white paper, Turning the Corner:
Rethinking & Remaking Downtown, including:

¢ Focus on the core.

Take a holistic approach to Downtown revitalization.

Develop a compelling Downtown experience.

Ensure focused and ambitious leadership for Downtown.

Provide dedicated funding for operating and capital needs Downtown.

Increase employment in the core.

Focus on residential reuse.

» Improve management of public and private parking resources.

2. Advocate for broad Downtown policy issues and programmatic approaches in support of
Downtown.

3. Engage the Mayor's Office, Jacksonville City Council, City of Jacksonville Office of Economic
Deveiopment, Downtown Investment Authority, Jacksonville Civic Council, JAX Chamber and
other Downtown partners and stakeholders to ensure Downtown is a priority.

4. Identify and support strategies and initiatives for Downtown revitalization, with a focus on
initiatives needed to activate and build a vibrant Downtown environment.

5. Advocate in support of the city’s new Downtown organization.

6. Advocate for increased funding for the development and management of Downtown, including
for cleanliness, safety and beautification services, additional events and promotions to activate
Downtown and support Downtown businesses and market Downtown.

/7. Advocate for additional funding for DVI to prevent service reduction, including that the City of
Jacksonville and JEA pay full assessment for services provided to their properties.
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8. Advocate for the renewal of the Downtown Improvement District by September 30, 2012.
9. Address other advocacy issues as needed.
10. Benchmark Downtown’s success.

I1. Making Downtown Cleaner, Safer and Friendlier

Ensure Downtown is clean, safe and friendly. Improve perceptions about Downtown cleanliness, safety
and friendliness. Raise standards for Downtown cleanliness, safety and friendliness in the Downtown
Improvement District (DID).

Clean

1. Ensure Downtown Ambassadors are providing highest quality of cleaning services to the DID.

2. Provide and benchmark cleaning services in the DID, including litter removal, graffiti removal,
weed abatement, annual pressure washing, pressure washing of high traffic areas, tree fall
abatement, odor removal and light cleaning of public infrastructure (e.g. newspaper racks,
benches).

3. Utilize equipment including pressure washer, Advanced Warrior sidewalk scrubber, sidewalk
vacuums and backpack leaf vacuums to improve cleanliness in the DID.

4. Report and track Downtown cleanliness issues that cannot be resolved by Downtown
Ambassadors.

5. Report and track resolution of code violations in Downtown.

6. Track clean-up following special events Downtown and provide reports to city and other agencies
as necessary.

7. Report urban campsites to social service agencies and Jacksonville Sheriff's Office (JSO) for
follow-up.

8. Advocate for additional and improved trash cans for Downtown.

9. Continue partnership with City of Jacksonville to provide two additional cleaners for Downtown.

10. Work with Downtown stakeholders and other agencies to arrange Downtown clean-up days.

1. Provide daily Ambassador patrols throughout the DID with focus on office and event ingress and

egress and nuisance activity deterrence.

2. Provide safety escorts via Downtown Ambassadors upon request.

3. Work with JSO to identify and resolve safety issues in Downtown.

4. Track DID and Downtown crime statistics.

5. Track JSO deployment in Downtown and advocate for improved police presence at night and on

weekends.

6. Work with other agencies, as needed, to address Downtown safety issues via safety initiatives

and legislation, as necessary.

7. Facilitate regular conversations with Downtown stakeholders and JSO at quarterly Downtown

Operations Meetings.

8. Communicate Downtown safety issues via Downtown Information & Safety Network.

9. Report safety hazards and property maintenance violations to appropriate agency.
10. Continue to work with Downtown social service agencies to address safety concerns and
advocate for resources to address Downtown homeless-related issues, including the need for a
daytime resource center and 24-hour public restrooms.

11. Work with the media to stress the need to improve the perception of safety Downtown by
correctly identifying crime locations (e.g., do not call Springfield Downtown).

12. Report and track broken streetlights Downtown.

13. Work with State Attorney & judges to increase deterrents to recurring nuisance offenders.

Eriendly
1. Ensure Downtown Ambassadors are friendly and helpful.
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2. Benchmark Downtown Ambassadors’ effectiveness at helping citizens with directions, parking and
event information and escorts.

III. Improving the Public Realm
Utilize small, inexpensive streetscape improvements to improve the pedestrian environment Downtown
and activate the street.

Maintain 55 Great Streets hanging flower baskets.

Mulch 650+ Downtown Improvement District tree beds.

The purposes for which the corporation is formed are as set
forth in the Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE I
OFFICES AND REGISTERED AGENT

Section 2.1 Offices. The address of the initial office of the corporation and the
registered office of the corporation in the State of Florida are set forth in the Articles of
Incorporation. The Board of Directors may, from time to time, establish additional offices
for the corporation within the state of Florida and may designate a different address as its
registered office; provided, however, that any such designation of a different registered
office shall become effective only upon the filing of a statement of such change with the
Secretary of State of the State of Florida as is required by law.

Section 2.2 Registered Agent. The name and address of the initial registered agent
of the corporation is set forth in the Articles of Incorporation. The Board of Directors may,
from time to time, designate a different person as its registered agent; provided, however,
that such designation shall become effective only upon the filing of a statement of such
change with the Secretary of State of the State of Florida as i required by law.

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ARTICLE Il
MEMBERSHIP AND MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

Section 3.1  Members. The corporation shall have as members all record owners
of taxable real property in the area described on Exhibit A hereto (the "District") and all
other persons who make contributions to the corporation in lieu of assessments
("Contributing Members").

Section 3.2 Votes. Each Member shall have one vote for each $1.00 of taxable
value of real property owned by the Member as shown on the tax rolls of the Duval County
Property Appraiser from time to time. The number of votes shall be adjusted each time the
taxable value of such property is changed on such tax rolls. Each Contributing Member
shall have the number of votes equal to (a) the dollar amount of contributions made to or
for the benefit of the Corporation during the 12-month period ending on the date such vote
is cast divided by (b) the assessment rate (expressed as a decimal) for the downtown
business improvement district in effect on the date the vote is cast (initially 0.0011).
References to a majority or to percentages of Members shall mean a majority or such
percentages by voting rights.

Section 3.3 Meetings. The corporation shall hold an annual meeting of members
to elect Directors and such other meetings as may be scheduled by the Board of Directors
or by fifty percent (50%) of the Members. The Chairman or the Chairman's designee shall
preside at meetings of Members. Fifty percent (50%) of the Members shall constitute a
quorum.

Section 3.4 Attendance. If a Board member misses three consecutive Board
meetings they may be dismissed from the Board. In addition, only Board members may
attend a meeting. While a representative of a Board member may attend a Board meeting,
they may not speak at the meeting.

Section 3.5 Sunshine Laws. Downtown Vision is now subject to Florida’s Sunshine
Law and Florida’s Public Records Law (Article 1, Section 24, of the Florida Constitution).
As such, the organization will follow all guidelines with regard to posting meeting that are
open to the public and also allowing the public access to any records at Downtown Vision.
In addition, we will also allow a public comment period at the beginning of each meeting.

ARTICLE IV
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 4.1 General. The affairs of the corporation shall be managed under the
direction of a Board of Directors of nineteen members (or such greater number as may be
determined by the Board of Directors). Candidates for Directors shall be nominated by the
current chair, and the two immediate past chairs. These names will then be approved by
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the Board of Directors and elected by the Members from among the categories set forth on
Exhibit B. The Board may expand the board of Directors and add categories of Directors
provided that the number of Directors in each category shown on Exhibit 8 shall not be
reduced without a two-thirds vote of the Members. Board members shall be elected by

Directors (including vacancies resulting from any increase in the number of Directors) shall
be filled until the next annual or other meeting by the Directors remaining in office.

Section 4.2 Meetings of Directors. The Board of Directors shall meet monthly on
such day as the Board may determine or at such other intervals as the Board may
determine. Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be held at any time and may be
called by the Chairman of the Board or any five Directors. The Chairman of the Board of
Directors shall preside at meetings of the Board.

Section 4.3  Notice. Board meetings and meeting between two or more Board
members pertaining to Downtown Vision issues will be advertised on our website in
advance. Notice of special meetings of the Board of Directors shall be given by any
reasonable means by the Secretary of the Corporation at least three days prior to the date of
the meeting. Notice of any meeting may be waived in writing by any Director before,
during or after the meeting.

Section 4.4  Quorum. Thirty Three percent (33%) of the total number of Directors
shall constitute a quorum Actions may be taken by the Board at any meeting, provided
such action is taken at a regularly scheduled meeting or notice of the meeting has been
duly given to all Directors as provided in Section 4.3 or such notice is duly waived by a
majority of the Directors. The act of a majority of the Directors present at a meeting shall
be the act of the Board of Directors, unless the act of a greater number shall be required
specifically by the Articles of Incorporation or the Bylaws.

Section 4.5  Informal Action. Any action required by law to be taken at a meeting
of the members of the Board of Directors, or any action which may be taken at such a
meeting, may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the action
shall be signed by all of the Directors and other requirements of law are met.

Section 4.6 Written Consent; Proxies. A Director may consent in writing to action
taken at a meeting, but proxies given by a Director to allow another person to vote or
discuss the corporation’s business in his stead shall not be recognized.

Section 4.7  Executive Committee. The Board shall appoint an Executive
Committee composed of the Chairman, the Executive Director, Jacksonville Economic
Development Commission, the Vice Chairman, the Immediate Past-Chair and other
Directors appointed from time to time by the Board, and its members shall serve until their
successors are elected and qualify. The Executive Committee shall act upon pressing
business between Board meetings. Action by the Executive Committee pursuant to this
paragraph shall have the same effect as action of a full meeting of the Board. A majority of
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the members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum. Candidates for the
Executive Committee shall be nominated by the Chair and the previous two chairs and
approved by the current Executive Committee. A past Board chair, still serving on the
Board, may attend the Executive Committee meetings.

Section 4.8 Special Committees. Special committees may be created from time to
time by the Board of Directors. Each such committee shall consist of members of the
Board of Directors and/or other persons and shall be appointed by the Chairman of the
Board of Directors unless the Board of Directors shall specifically provide otherwise in the
resolutions establishing such committee. Members of any special committee shall serve or
be removed at the pleasure of the Chairman of the Board of Directors if appointed by the
Chairman, otherwise they shall serve at the pleasure of the Board and shall be subject to
removal by a majority vote of the Board. The act of a majority of the members of a
committee present at any meeting shall constitute the act of the committee.

Section 4.9 Advisory Board. An Advisory Board shall be created to undertake fact finding,
mentoring and other support to the Board. Advisory Board members will be selected by
the Nominating Committee (the current chair and the two immediate past chairs) . Advisory
Board members will be able to attend Board meetings, but they will not be eligible to vote.

ARTICLE V
OFFICERS

Section 5.1  Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a Chairman of the
Board, one or more Vice Chairmen, an Executive Director, a Secretary and a Treasurer, and
such other officers as may be designated by the Board of Directors. All officers shall be
Directors except the Executive Director.

Section 5.2 Election. Officers shall be elected by the Nominating Committee
consisting of the Chair and the two previous Chairs of the organization. Board and shall
serve for two-year terms or until their successors are chosen and qualify. Officers may be
removed by the Board at any time without cause. The Board may elect an officer for a one-
year term at its discretion.

Section 5.3 Dutjes.

(a) The Chairman shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation
and shall chair all meetings of the Members, the Board of Directors and Executive
Committee.

(b)  The Vice Chairman shall have such duties as may be assigned by the
Board. The Vice Chairman shall discharge the duties of the Chairman in the Chairman's
absence.
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(c) The Executive Director shall be the chief operating officer of the
corporation and shall, in general, supervise and control the staff and the day-to-day
business and affairs of the corporation, subject to the direction of the Chairman and Board
of Directors. He or she shall be entitled to attend all meetings of the Board of Directors
and of the Executive Committee except for meetings held in executive session. He or she
shall discharge such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors.

(d) The Secretary shall be custodian of the seal of the corporation and
shall affix the seal to all Papers or instruments requiring it; shall be responsible for the
official records of the corporation; and shall render such other services as the Board may
determine. Assistant Secretaries may be appointed by the Board.

(e) The Treasurer shall be a member of the Board and perform all of the
duties usually incident to the office of Treasurer of a corporation and such other duties as
may be assigned to him or her by the Board of Directors, including reporting to the Board
on the financial condition of the corporation; and the maintaining of corporate funds and
financial records. Assistant Treasurers may be appointed by the Board.

ARTICLE V]
AUDIT

The Board of Directors shall arrange for an annual audit of the books of the
corporation by an independent certified public accountant.

ARTICLE VI
EXCULPATION OF DIRECTORS

Section 7.1  Personal Actions. No Director or officer shall be liable to anyone for
any acts in behalf of the corporation or any omissions with respect to the corporation
committed by him or her except for his or her own willful misconduct.

Section 7.2 Actions by Others. No Director or officer shall be liable to anyone for
any acts or omissions on the part of any one or more of the other Directors or officers in
the absence of direct and willful complicity on the part of such Director or officer in such
acts or omissions,

Section 7.3 Insurance. The corporation is authorized to purchase and maintain
directors' and officers’ liability insurance for the perfection of the corporation's officers and
directors.

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ARTICLE VI
AMENDMENTS

Section 8.1  Anticles of Incorporation; Bylaws. The Articles of Incorporation or
Bylaws may, under the provisions thereof, be amended by vote of the Board of Directors of
the corporation at a regular meeting or special meeting called for that purpose. The Bylaws
may also be amended by a majority of the Members and such amendment may specify that
the provisions of such amendment may not be further modified without the vote of a
majority of the Members. Any amendments to the Articles or Bylaws which modify the
representation of the city on the Board of Directors or Executive Committee or which
amend the goals and objectives of the Corporation shall be subject to approval of the City
Council so long as the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement is in effect.

ARTICLE IX
FISCAL YEAR

Unless otherwise designated by the Board of Directors, the fiscal year of the
corporation shall consist of a period of 12 months ending on September 30 of each year.

ARTICLE X
CORPORATE SEAL

The Board of Directors of this corporation may adopt a seal in form satisfactory to
the Board.

ARTICLE xI
DISSOLUTION

Upon dissolution, the assets of the corporation remaining after payment or reserve
for the corporation's obligations shall be transferred to a governmental agency or nonprofit
organization selected by the Board of Directors except that the Board may elect to
distribute such excess assets to members to the extent of their contributions to the
corporation, less any previously distributed assets.

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EXHIBIT B

Board Members shall be nominated by the Board of Directors and elected by the
Members at the annual meeting of members or at any special meeting called for such
purpose. In order to ensure representation of diverse District interests the Board shall be
elected from among the following categories:

(a) Large Owners/Tenants. Six Board members shall be representatives of the
top fifteen owners (including affiliates of such owners, called "Owners") of property in the
district by taxable value or Major Tenants of such Owners. *

(b) Small Owners/Tenants. Three Board members shall be representatives of
Owners of other properties in the District or their majority Tenants,

(0 City. The Executive Director of the Jacksonvilie Economic Development
Commission shall be a member of the Board and the Executive Committee. The City
Council President or his or her designee shall be a member of the Board.

(d) Merchants. One member of the Board shall be a representative of retail
merchants in the District. "Retail merchants” shall include owners or operators of stores,
restaurants, theaters, service industries or other businesses catering primarily to the general
public.

(e) Non-Profit Organizations. One member of the Board shall be a
representative of non-profit organizations located in or serving a constituency in the
District.

(f At-Large Members. Seven members of the Board shall be elected at large.

(g) Residential Members. Two members of the Board shall be residential
developers, residents, or residential managers of the District.

(h) Chamber_of Commerce. One member shall be from the Chamber of
Commerce Downtown Revitalization Committee

Board members' terms (other than members serving pursuant to subparagraph ©
above) shall be for three years with terms staggered so that approximately one-third of the
Board is subject to election each year. Approximately two-thirds of the Board members
shall serve one or two-year terms initially in order to effectuate staggered terms. Board
members may be re-elected for successive terms.

A Board member who ceases to be a representative of an Owner shall be entitled to
complete his or her term of office. A “representative" of an Owner or other person shall be
an Owner or a partner, officer, employee or agent of the Owner or such person as
determined in good faith by the Board. Particular Owners, Tenants and others shall have
no right to designate Board members.
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
