AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.20( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 ON sheridan street BETWEEN DREW STREET AND ST. AUGUSTINE ROAD (R.E. NO(s). 070041-0000, 070042-0000, 070042-0020, 070043-0000 and 070044-0010), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY glorius bethlehem temple, inc., FROM pud (planned unit development) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to GENERALLY permit A CHURCH, CLASSROOM AND DAYCARE USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE glorius bethlehem temple church PUD; PUD REZoNING SUBJECT tO condItioNS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Glorius Bethlehem Temple, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 1.20( acres located in Council District 9 on Sheridan Street between Drew Street and St. Augustine Road (R.E. No(s). 070041-0000, 070042-0000, 070042-0020, 070043-0000 and 070044-0010), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated June 5, 2012 and written description dated June 5, 2012 for the Glorius Bethlehem Temple Church PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit church, classroom and daycare uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated July 18, 2012 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The Subject Property shall comply with Off-Street Parking Regulations as set forth in Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Part 6.

(c) 
The day care center shall not exceed 50 children, or the number of children authorized by the Department of Children & Families (DCF), whichever is less. The minimum parking required for the subject property shall not be reduced to allow a playground for the day care center.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Glorius Bethlehem Temple, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is James T. Golden, P. O. Box 299, Bradenton, FL 34206; (904) 746-6485.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

GLORIUS BETHLEHEM TEMPLE CHURCH, INC.

Glottus Bethlehen T eniple Church, Inc. seeks 1o modify an existing PUD land use
from multi-unit housing 10 a use allowing a cliurch, fellowship hall, classrooms,
and daycare for children and/or adults. The site s a 1.2 acre tract located on the
Southside of lacksonville, 4 bloch east of St. Augustine Road and west of Drew
Street, between Ashland and Sheridan Streets. A relocation 1S made necessary
because the State of Florida has plans for widening 1-95 that have subjected the
church to eminent domain. This site is within a few miles of the church’s current
location, in the heart of a residential community, and capable of sustaining future
expansion needs of the church.

The chureh’s degire to remam in the neighborhood, to remain deht free, and to
confinue the worship tradition of Pentecostal Assemblies of the World, made the
acquisition of thig property perfect for their needs, the community nceds, and the
needs of the State of Florida. Therefore a2 variance (o the Planning and
Development requirement of a minimum of 2.0 acres for a church location is

necessary in this case to help the church, the fajth community, and the State of

Fifty percent (50%). Zoning code requirements of front, side, and rear setbacks of
20 i, 10 feet, and 10 feet, respectively, will be met. The maximum height of the
building will pe no more (flan 35 feet, exclusive of steeples, crosses. and
belltowers. All parking for the development will be cither | space for 3 seats or I
space lor gvery 36 Square feet, and wif| be designed 1o accommodate future
expansion of rhe HUNIStrY. Vehicular aceoce shall be as shovn in the sie plan and
Pedestrian access shall be in accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. There
will be one (1) double faced or two (2) sin gle faced signs not o exceed twenty-tour
(24) square fect in area and twelve (12) feet in he ght. Directional signs shall not
xeeed four (4) square feet. The landscaping shall be developed in accordance with
Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the Zoning Code. Waier and sanitary sewer will
be provided by the City of Jacksonville. Elecuricity will be furnished by JEA.
