Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide scholarships to citizens unable to afford to attend the Florida Coastal School of Law/Jacksonville University 2012 Northeast Florida Environmental Summit (the “Summit”).  The Florida Coastal School of Law shall submit a financial report to the Environmental Protection Board (the “Board”) within 30 days after the Summit prior to the disbursement of funds. The report shall also include the following information regarding attendees: name, address, occupation, school being attended (as applicable), how the participant heard about the conference, whether the participant is a first-time or returning participant, and whether the participant received a scholarship in this year or in any preceding years. A copy of the minutes of the Board approving the funding is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
