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ORDINANCE 2012-450
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $10,500,375 IN FUNDS FROM SAVINGS IN THE OFFICE OF THE SHERIFF’S 2011-2012 GENERAL FUND BUDGET IN ORDER TO MAKE $10,500,375 AVAILABLE AS A SOURCE FOR THE SHERIFF’S 2012-2013 BUDGET; SO AS TO INCREASE THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE 2012-2013 BUDGET BY $10,500,375 BY RECOGNIZING SAVINGS AND ELIMINATING THE $6,123,184 EXTRAORDINARY LAPSE PRESENTLY PROPOSED FOR THE 2012-2013 SHERIFF’S BUDGET AND ELMINATING $4,377,191 OF SALARY LAPSE TO RESTORE FUNDING FOR THE COMMUNITY TRANSITION CENTER, WHICH HOUSES THE ONLY IN-CUSTODY DRUG TREATMENT PROGRAM (KNOWN AS MATRIX HOUSE); REQUESTING A ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Office of the Sheriff projects it will produce $10,500,375 in savings in the Office of the Sheriff’s 2011-2012 general fund budget due to sound fiscal management of the Sheriff’s Office; and


WHEREAS, the Sheriff needs to use the $6,123,184 of savings to offset an unanticipated and unilaterally imposed extraordinary lapse in the Sheriff’s 2012-2013 budget; and to eliminate $4,377,191 of proposed salary lapse to fund the Community Transition Center; and,

WHEREAS, the Mayor’s proposed budget includes an unattainable combination of “lapses” which cannot be met by normal attrition and position-filling delays; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor’s proposed budget includes a cut of 154 positions with an agreed upon salary lapse that the Mayor and the Sheriff understood might cause a cut of a total of 319 positions, including closing the minimum security prison Community Transition Center, which also houses the only in-custody drug treatment program  (known as the Matrix House) as well as eliminating the Community Service Officer Program; these prognosticated cuts, however, are inconsistent with the actual funding cuts set forth in the Sheriff’s budget which actually translate to position cuts of approximately 433 positions (additional 114 police officers); and


WHEREAS, if the 2011-2012 savings are not preserved for utilization in the 2012-2013 Sheriff’s budget, the Sheriff will have no choice but to eliminate programs and personnel beyond that reasonably contemplated in the Mayor’s proposed Sheriff’s budget as submitted to Council; and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff proposes placing the $10,500,375 of 2011-2012 savings in a Special Council Contingency Designated for the Sheriff in 2012-2013; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2011-2012 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to make $10,500,375 available as a source for the Sheriff’s 2012-2013 budget; so as to increase the Sheriff’s Office 2012-2013 budget by $10,500,375 by eliminating the $6,123,184 extraordinary lapse presently proposed for the 2012-2013 Sheriff’s budget as well as another $4,377,191 of proposed salary lapse in the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year budget and by increasing the sheriff’s budget by the amount of the total savings.  Passage of this ordinance contemplates a change to the Sheriff’s proposed budget as filed by the Mayor.  The appropriation referenced in Section 1 is contingent upon positive balances within each sub-object of the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office.

Section 3.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.

One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that prompt action is required to facilitate proper completion of the 2012-2013 budget. 

Section 4.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
