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ORDINANCE 2012-459
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”) AND CLEAR VIEW PRODUCTS, SOUTHEAST, INC., A FLORIDA CORPORATION, FOR LEASED PREMISES (BUILDING #905) AT CECIL COMMERCE CENTER; DESIGNATING THE OFFICE OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT (“OED”) AS MONITOR OF THE LEASE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) desires to enter into a Lease Agreement with Clear View Products, Southeast, Inc., a Florida corporation (“Clear View”), concerning certain leased premises generally described as Building 905 at Cecil Commerce Center (the “Facility”), as further described in the Memorandum dated June 5, 2012, attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Execution of Agreement.  The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary and the Acting Executive Director of the OED are hereby authorized to execute a Lease Agreement between Clear View and the City (the “Lease”) in substantially the form on file with the Legislative Services Division.  The purpose of the Agreement is to allow Clear View to operate an office and to manufacture screen systems

Section 2.

Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Acting Executive Director of the OED, are hereby authorized to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to such Lease and other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties, and further provided that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and approval by the Acting Executive Director of the OED, or his designee, as being in conformity with City policies applicable to Cecil Commerce Center, and all other appropriate official action required by law.  The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys, description of infrastructure improvements and/or any road project, ingress and egress, easements and right of ways, schedules of performance and development, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, which have no financial impact.

      Section 3.
Designation of Authorized Official/OED Contract Monitor.  The Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are designated as the authorized officials of the City for the purpose of executing and delivering any documents, and the Mayor is designated as the authorized official of the City for the purpose of furnishing such information, data and documents for the Lease as may be required, and otherwise to act as the authorized official of the City in connection with the Lease, and the Mayor is further authorized to designate one or more other officials of the City to exercise any of the foregoing authorizations and to furnish or cause to be furnished such information and take or cause to be taken such action as may be necessary to enable the City to implement the Lease according to its terms.  The OED is hereby required to administer and monitor the Lease and to handle the City's responsibilities thereunder, working with and supported by all relevant City departments.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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Clear View Products Southeast, Inc., relocated to Jacksonville, Florida from its original location
in Anaheim, California in January 2004. The company relocated to Jacksonville Florida with a
total of 4 employees and no immediate customer base. Clear View Products Southeast, Inc. is in
the business of manufacturing retractable screen systems and is the owner of 3 patents and has
the exclusive rights to 2 additional patents. All patents are used in the manufacture of our
retractable screen systems. Clear View Products Southeast, Inc. also owns the trademark Clear
View Retractable Screen™ Systems. Additional information about our retractable screen systems
can be found on the internet at www.clearviewus.com .

Currently located in the Airport Industrial Park at 13920 Alvarez Road, Suite 190, Clear View
Products Southeast Inc.’s sales have steadily increased each fiscal year. Sales are derived from a
Distributor and Dealer network and no retail sales are made through our manufacturing plant.
With the original sales network consisting of Distributor and Dealer sales made cast of the
Mississippi River, Clear View Products Southeast, Inc. has opened 3 Wholesale Distribution
Facilities since 2010. Two of these Wholesale Distribution Facilities service all areas of the
United States, west of the Mississippi River. We also have installed a high volume Distributor in
Toronto, Canada which services all of the Canadian provinces. In the last few years we have seen
rising sales volume from prior years:

2010 Sales up 6% from 2009
2011 Sales up 8% from 2010
2012 Sales up 18% year-to —date, ending 5/29/1 |

Clear View Products Southeast, Inc. currently employs a staff 19 employees. The average wage
is approximately $579.00 per week, per employee. This wage is figured by total weekly wages
divided by the number of current employees. All employees are figured into this formula. Full
Medical, Dental and Vision Benefits are available and optional. Due to the yearly growth of our
corporation, our plan is to bring on an additional 5 to 8 employees in the next 18 months to meet
the product-line demands. The staff positions are broken down as follows:

Management/Executive Staff

Warehouse Supervisor

Warehouse Staff I
Administrative Staff
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Sales have significantly increased in the last few years. Due to the limited space that we
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currently occupy (approximately 17,000 sf of warehouse space) expansion possibilities have
proved to be challenging for us. In April 2012, we elected to bring on a second shift to keep up
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with the demand of our product-line. We have found that running our second shift has been
costly. We have doubled the utility overhead and productivity is at limes, questionable. Given
the opportunity to relocate to a larger square footage will allow endless expansion opportunities
for us. With the knowledge that we are out of physical room in our current location, we have
limited ourselves in the number of new customer base brought on for our retractable screen
systems,

In closing, I would like to say that all ol us here at Clear View Products Southeast, Inc. are very
excited about potentially relocating to Cecil Commerce Center. Fifteen of our nineteen
employees currently reside on or around the west side of Jacksonville. Two other employees are
planning to make a residential move, pending the plant relocation is approved. I spcak for the
majority here when [ say that we love the west side of Jacksonville, Florida. We have chosen to
make it our home. We live our life there and would love nothing more than to assist in our
chosen communities’ economic growth. Growth for all of our futures, our children’s and
grandchildren’s futures, as well as the hundreds of Distributors and Dealers of our product-line
and their family’s futures.
