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ORDINANCE 2012-462
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING, A PORTION OF THE 30-FOOT UNOPENED AND UNIMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY OF PARMAN ROAD, EAST OF OLD MIDDLEBURG ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12, ESTABLISHED VIA PLAT BOOK 5, PAGE 93, JACKSONVILLE HEIGHTS, RECORDED OCTOBER 12, 1913, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, AT THE REQUEST OF PAMELA AND ROBERT FORE (THE “APPLICANTS”) SO AS TO ALLOW THE APPLICANTS TO EXPAND THEIR RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY, SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA OF AN EASEMENT OVER THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the 30-foot unopened and unimproved right-of-way of Parman Road east of Old Middleburg Road, in Council District 12, established via Plat Book 5, Page 93, Jacksonville Heights, recorded October 12, 1913, in the public records of Duval County, Florida, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed, as a right-of-way at the request of Pamela and Robert Fore (the “Applicants”); provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under and through 

the closed portion of the right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to allow the Applicants to expand their residential property. A $1,500 closure application fee has been paid. This request was routed to the adjacent property owner, Michael Culbertson, and to all government agencies having an interest and there were no objections. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
