RESOLUTION 2012-486-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING VICTORIA CANADY FOR HER ACHIEVEMENTS IN MUSICAL PERFORMANCE, INCLUDING PARTICULARLY HER RECEIPT OF THE “GRADY-RAYAM NEGRO SPIRITUAL SCHOLARSHIP” FOR 2012; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Victoria Canady of Jacksonville was born into a musical family, began singing at the age of 7, and graduated from LaVilla Middle School of the Arts and Douglas Anderson School of the Arts in 2012; and


WHEREAS, Miss Canady auditioned for entry into Douglas Anderson as a trumpet player, later changed her emphasis to vocal performance, and participated in the top four vocal performance ensembles at the school; and


WHEREAS, in February 2012, Victoria Canady participated in the Grady-Rayam Negro Spiritual Scholarship Foundation Competition, sponsored by the Orlando-based Negro Spiritual Scholarship Foundation, an organization that strives to preserve the history and heritage of this most American of musical forms which was the genesis of the development of the musical genres of the blues, jazz, gospel and rock-and-roll; and 


WHEREAS, Miss Canady was named the winner of the competition and received a cash prize and a $3,000 scholarship to the college or university of her choice; and


WHEREAS, in addition to the scholarship and cash award, the competition victory allowed Miss Canady the unique opportunity to work with renowned mezzo-soprano Krysty Swann and with Negro spiritual song writer Dr. Timothy Amukele; and

WHEREAS, Victoria Canady’s recognition as one of the outstanding young singers in America is yet another example of the quality students being produced and nurtured by the Duval County Public Schools, particularly the performing arts magnet schools that generate so many amazingly talented performers in all the artistic disciplines; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Victoria Canady for her outstanding achievements in musical performance, and most particularly her recent honor as the winner of the 2012 Grady-Rayam Negro Spiritual Scholarship Foundation Competition.
