AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $326,804.13 FROM THE BANKING FUND – DEBT PROCEEDS ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE HALDUMAR TERRACE ROAD RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”), WHICH WILL REPROFILE THE ROAD AND INSTALL NEW CURBING SO AS TO REDUCE STORMWATER RUNOFF AND THE FLOODING OF ADJACENT PROPERTIES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 12-072; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013; AMENDING THE 2012-2016 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2011-406-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR A NEW PROJECT ENTITLEd “HALDUMAR TERRACE” AND REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS, BRIDGES, MISCELLANEOUS CONSTRUCTION”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2012-2013.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Haldumar Terrace Road Reconstruction Project (the “Project”). The road is higher than the sidewalk and all curbing has been paved over and is not functioning. Because of multiple pavement overlays, the resulting high level of pavement of Haldumar Terrace Road causes stormwater runoff to flood adjacent properties. The proposed solution is to reprofile the road and install new curbing.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2011-406-E, being the 2012-2016 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for a new project entitled “Haldumar Terrace” and reduce funding for the project entitled “Intersection improvements, bridges, miscellaneous construction.”  The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community because such deferral would delay correcting drainage problems experienced along this residential street; the pavement has been overlaid to the extent that all original drainage has been eliminated resulting in localized flooding that enters low-lying residences, foundations and garages, causing damage to real and personal property. Pursuant to Ordinance 2011-438-E, the fiscal year 2011-2012 CIP needs to identify the specific project to be funded as part of the “Intersection improvements, bridges, miscellaneous construction” CIP project; accordingly, the CIP needs to be amended to reduce the “Improvements, Bridge, miscellaneous construction” CIP project by $326,804.13 and create a new project with funding of $326,804.13 for the “Haldumar Terrace” project. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2011-406-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2011-406-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
