ORDINANCE 2012-497-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2011-494-E BY MOVING THE LEASE COMMENCEMENT DATE APPROVED IN SAID ORDINANCE BACK TO JUNE OF 2013 IN ORDER TO GIVE TENANT, U. S. GREEN BUILDING COUNCIL – NORTH FLORIDA CHAPTER, INC., TIME TO ACCUMULATE NECESSARY FUNDING; MAKING NO OTHER CHANGES TO ORDINANCE 2011-494-E; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2011-494-E, which approved a Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, as Landlord, and U. S. Green Building Council – North Florida Chapter, Inc. (“USGBCNF”), as Tenant, was enacted by Council on September 13, 2011, and became effective September 19, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Section 2 of Ordinance 2011-494-E stated that the Lease Agreement would commence on January 3, 2012; and
WHEREAS, due to delays in raising capital to complete the build-out of the leased premises, USGBCNF is requesting additional time to accumulate necessary funding; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that Ordinance 2011-494-E should be amended to move the lease commencement date back to give USGBCNF time to accumulate necessary funding; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2011-494-E amended.  Section 2 of Ordinance 2011-494-E is amended, in part, to move the lease commencement date back to June 30, 2013, and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“Section 2.  Required additional terms.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in Section 1 above, approval and authorization to execute the Lease Agreement is conditioned upon language being inserted in the Lease Agreement, in a form approved by the Office of General Counsel, that the City of Jacksonville’s obligation to pay monthly utility payments for the leased premises shall be capped at and limited to $4200 per year ($350 x12); the lease commencement shall be no later than June January 30, 20132; and the tenant shall be able to work with MPS and the City of Jacksonville regarding the placement of the HVAC unit and renewable energy on the flat level part of the roof, as long as there is no change to the City regarding the placement.” 
Section 2.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2011-494-E unchanged.  With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2011-494-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.


Section 3.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
