RESOLUTION 2012-520
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE SECOND WEEK OF SEPTEMBER, 2012 AS GENERAL AVIATION APPRECIATION WEEK IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, general aviation plays a vital role in the state's response to emergencies and natural disasters, and many communities depend on it for the continued flow of commerce and tourists; and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville has a significant interest in the continued vitality of general aviation, aerospace, aircraft manufacturing, educational institutions, aviation organizations, community airports and airport operators; and


WHEREAS, general aviation not only drives Jacksonville's economy, it improves our overall quality of life by providing vital emergency response and medical transportation, enhancing public safety by assisting law enforcement, facilitating on-going military flight training and transporting leisure travelers to their destinations quickly and safely; and 


WHEREAS, a recent study commissioned by the Florida Department of Transportation’s Aviation Office in 2010 found that the 102 general aviation airports in Florida support over 54,000 jobs, produce an annual payroll of $1.8 billion and generate a total economic impact of $6 billion annually; and


WHEREAS, the study calculated that Jacksonville’s three general aviation airports – Jacksonville Executive at Craig Airport, Cecil Airport and Herlong Recreational Airport – combined to generate 6,840 jobs producing nearly $265 million in payroll and generating an annual overall economic impact to the City and Northeast Florida of over $684 million; and

WHEREAS, the significant contribution of general aviation airports to the economic base and quality of life in Jacksonville is deserving of recognition and commendation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby declares the second week of September, 2012 as General Aviation Appreciation Week in Jacksonville, and recognizes the important role that general aviation plays in the city’s economy and quality of life.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
