BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for application for Minor Modification to provide a revised site plan dated July 12, 2012 for MM-12-12, reduce the maximum number of dwelling units from 520 to 300 units, reduce the maximum building height from 85 feet to 75 feet, decrease the required number of parking spaces from 561 to 496 spaces, reduce the maximum lot coverage from 90% to 85% and allow encroachments by roads and drive aisles into minimum yard requirements and building setbacks as set forth in the revised site plan, dated July 12, 2012, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee.
