A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CAREER OF SHERIFF’S OFFICER DOUGLAS E. PARSONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Douglas E. Parsons was born and raised in Maine and came to Jacksonville in 1987 to attend Jacksonville University, where he was a member of the Naval ROTC squadron; and


WHEREAS, after serving in the Navy as an aircraft maintenance officer, Doug Parsons joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s office in 1996 and quickly distinguished himself as a dedicated and talented officer who enjoyed police work; and


WHEREAS, early in his career Officer Parsons was involved in the investigation of two kidnappings, and his instincts and outstanding police work led to the safe recovery of both victims, one a six year old girl, and the arrest of several suspects; and 


WHEREAS, Doug Parsons’ outstanding work led to his being named the Zone 2 Finest Police Officer of the Year for 2003 by Brumos Motor Cars, an award that was well deserved and most fitting; and


WHEREAS, in recent years Officer Parsons continued his fine work for the JSO as a traffic officer; and

WHEREAS, it was with great sadness that the City learned of Officer Parsons’ untimely death at the age of 45, and it is fitting that the City Council recognize the life and numerous accomplishments of this fine officer on behalf of the citizens of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and outstanding career of JSO Officer Douglas E. Parsons on the occasion of his untimely passing, and extends to his wife and children, his extended family, and his many friends and admirers the City’s most sincere condolences.  Douglas Parsons was an outstanding police officer and his service to the citizens of Jacksonville will be long and gratefully remembered.
