ORDINANCE 2012-541
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE RIVERSIDE/AVONDALE HISTORIC DISTRICT TO AMEND THE DESIGNATION OF THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 901 KING STREET FROM A NON-CONTRIBUTING STRUCTURE TO A CONTRIBUTING STRUCTURE, PURSUANT TO SECTION 307.105, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, in 1981 Riverside Avondale, Inc. began preparations to obtain a listing of the Riverside and Avondale neighborhoods as historic districts in the National Register of Historic Places, and on March 22, 1985, Riverside was officially listed; and


WHEREAS, in November 1990, the Council adopted legislation to create Chapter 307, Ordinance Code, the Historic Preservation Ordinance, which, in part, authorized a process for creating locally-designated historic districts; and 



WHEREAS, because listing in the National Register is honorary in nature, Riverside Avondale, Inc. initiated the process to have the Riverside and Avondale neighborhoods locally designated, which would afford the historic structures located in those neighborhoods protection against non-sensitive alterations and historically out-of-character new construction; and 


WHEREAS, as part of the historic district designation process, each property located within the geographic boundaries is evaluated to determine its historic significance and assigned a classification of either Contributing or Non-Contributing, with Contributing structures being of particular historic significance; and 

WHEREAS, on February 3, 1998, the Mayor signed into law 1997-1029-E, which established the Riverside/Avondale historic district and created design regulations applicable to alterations and new construction; and

WHEREAS, the property located at 901 King Street was evaluated as part of the historic district designation and was assigned a classification of Non-Contributing in 1997-1029-E due to the alterations that had been made to the structure which removed or otherwise destroyed the historic features such that its historic significance had been lost; and

WHEREAS, in 2012, the property located at 901 King Street was undergoing renovations and it was determined that the original historic features and fabric were in fact not removed or destroyed, but were merely covered up in place, and once the inappropriate materials were removed, the original, significant features were revealed and could be appropriately restored; and

WHEREAS, the property owner of 901 King Street desires to have the structure listed as a Contributing Structure in the Riverside Avondale Historic District; and


WHEREAS, section 307.105, Ordinance Code, allows for the amendment of any historic district to add additional properties or changing the status of a particular property upon the recommendation of the Historic Preservation Commission, appropriate notice and public meetings, and evaluation of the significance of the structure(s) in question; and


WHEREAS, on August 22, 2012 the Historic Preservation Commission held a public meeting, which was properly noticed with mailed out notices, signage and publication and, based on evidence and testimony in the record, recommended amending the Riverside/Avondale Historic District designation to amend the classification of 901 King Street from Non-Contributing to Contributing as originally designated in 1997-1029-E because the structure has value as a building of quality architecture and it retains sufficient elements showing its architectural significance and it is located in an area consisting of a significant concentration of architectural styles, an aesthetic plan for the area and physical development; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Whereas Clauses Adopted as Findings of Fact.  The Council adopts the above-listed Whereas clauses as findings of fact and shall be used and relied upon to support this action.

Section 2. 
Riverside/Avondale Historic District Amended.   The Council hereby determines that the structure located at 901 King Street, Real Estate identification number 064197 0000, and owned by 901 King Street LLC, which was originally classified as a Non-Contributing structure in Ordinance 1997-1029-E shall be reclassified as a Contributing structure.


Section 3.
  Procedures for Historic District Amendment Met.  The Council further determines that the requirements specified in section 307.105(s), Ordinance Code for historic district amendment have been met.


Section 4.  Adoption of Riverside/Avondale Historic District Regulations Applicable to 901 King Street Property.  The Council hereby determines that the Riverside/Avondale Historic District regulations, as they exist and as may be amended from time to time, shall be used to evaluate alterations as required by Chapter 307, Ordinance Code in the same manner and to the same extent as all other Contributing properties located in the Riverside/Avondale Historic District.

Section 5.  Chapter 307, Ordinance Code Applicable to 901 King Street.  The Council hereby determines that 901 King Street shall be occupied by a Contributing structure and shall now be subject to the requirements of Chapter 307, Ordinance Code to the same extent as any other Contributing structure in the Riverside/Avondale Historic District and to review the same work as any other Contributing structure in the District.  

Section 6. 
Agencies Directed to Update Records Consistent with this Action.
All agencies identified by the Planning and Development Department, Historic Preservation Section shall be informed of the change in status of 901 King Street such that this change may be incorporated into any reviews, valuations, eligibility or any other programs or processes available to or regulating over Contributing structures, including but not limited to the Building Inspection Division, Municipal Code Compliance Division and the Property Appraiser.  

Section 7. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
