ORDINANCE 2012-544-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION IN FRONT OF THE RIVER REGION HUMAN SERVICES FACILITY LOCATED AT 2981 PARENTAL HOME ROAD FOR DERYA ENGLISH WILLIAMS; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS AT EITHER END OF THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF DERYA ENGLISH WILLIAMS, AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF DERYA ENGLISH WILLIAMS; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS); WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Derya English Williams dedicated her life and professional career to serve individuals seeking her sound and excellent counseling services; and
WHEREAS, Derya English Williams demonstrated genuine leadership skills with her unwavering ability to encourage and challenge others to use their potential gifts; and 

WHEREAS, as an example of her outstanding leadership qualities, in 1982, Derya English Williams joined the River Region Human Services Corporation as a part-time Residential Therapist, and served with integrity and loyalty for 21 years  eventually rising to the position of Chief Executive Officer in the year 2003; and
WHEREAS, due to her creativity and inspiration as a leader in the Jacksonville community, Derya English Williams served as CEO of the River Region Human Services until her passing in November 2011; and 

WHEREAS, because of her diligence and recognizable authority in the fields of HIV/AIDS prevention and outreach, substance abuse prevention, intervention and treatment, Derya English Williams was appointed to serve on numerous, prestigious boards and commissions at the local, state and federal levels; and
WHEREAS, Derya English Williams served as a charter member of the Minority AIDS Coalition of Jacksonville, she was also nominated as a finalist for the Eve Award in 2003, and she received the National Association of Social Workers 2004 Public Citizen of the Year Award; and
WHEREAS, in 2004, the Jacksonville Business Journal recognized Derya English Williams as a Woman of Influence; and
WHEREAS, Derya English Williams actively served the Jacksonville community as a member of Leadership Jacksonville, Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc., The Links, Incorporated and she was a lifetime member of the National Council of Negro Women; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Derya English Williams are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Derya English Williams family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of appropriate honorary roadway markers on Parental Home Road, such designation to extend between the Patania Way intersection with Parental Home Road in front of the River Region Human Services facility, all in Council District 4; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and


WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, allow for honorary designations for persons who have been deceased for a minimum five (5) years; but given the nature of Derya English Williams accomplishments, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the naming of an honorary designation after a person who has been deceased less than five (5) years, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.   Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this ordinance is requested, because the honor and recognition to the honoree is long overdue, and the prompt expedition of this ordinance is crucial.


Section 2.

Portion of Parental Home Road at the intersection of Patania Way to receive an honorary street designation for Derya English Williams.  2981 Parental Home Road between Patania Way and Parental Home Road in Council District 4, shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Derya English Williams.

Section 3.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Derya English Williams to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Derya English Williams, shall be placed on Parental Home Road at the intersection of Patania Way and in front of the River Region Human Services facility at 2981 Parental Home Road.

Section 4. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years is hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and honorary marker as set forth in Sections 1 and 2 hereof.  

Section 5.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
