Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute  a Construction and Maintenance Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Transportation allowing FDOT to undertake improvements to SR 13 (Hendricks Avenue) from Arbor Lane to LaSalle Street for the Landon Middle School Safe Routes to School Project (the “project”), including but not limited to, sidewalks, crosswalks, signals, signing and pavement markings, to facilitate satisfactory completion of the project; upon completion of the project, the City shall own, operate, maintain and repair the improvements.
Background Information:  It is a standard procedure for the City to operate, maintain and repair improvements in road work that FDOT has completed on State Road thoroughfares in the City.  The Safe Routes to School projects include sidewalks, flashers, and markings at crosswalks.  The project site is in Council District 5.
