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ORDINANCE 2012-567-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011 JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (JTA) BUDGET; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2010-557-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE) BY AMENDING THE JTA REVISED BUDGET SCHEDULES O & P AND SCHEDULES Q & R; ATTACHING AND INCORPORATING SECOND REVISED SCHEDULES O & P AND REVISED SCHEDULES Q & R; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2010-557-E, which included the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year budget for the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA) was enacted by Council on September 29, 2010, and became effective October 1, 2010; and

WHEREAS, JTA operating revenues and expense experience in Fiscal Year 2010-2011 was different than anticipated; and

WHEREAS, on July 13, 2012, JTA approved resolution 2012-14 recommending amending Ordinance 2010-557-E, which amends the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 JTA budget, such resolution being attached hereto  as Exhibit 1; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amendment of Ordinance 2010-557-E To Revise JTA Schedules for the 2010-2011 Budget.  Sections 6.1 and 6.2 of Ordinance 2010-557-E are amended, in part, to revise Schedules O & P and Schedules Q & R to the JTA budget. Second Revised Schedules O & P and Revised Schedules Q & R collectively attached hereto as Exhibit 2, are by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2010-557-E and replace Revised Schedules O & P and Schedules Q & R that are currently attached to the Ordinance.

Section 2.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Enclosed please find JTA Board resolution 2012- 14, and accompanying schedules,
amending the Jacksonville Transportation Authority’s operating and capital budgets for
fiscal year 2011.

As verified when the fiscal year 2011 audit report was received, JTA's Bus, Skyway and
Paratransit funds exceeded their approved operating budgets. There was sufficient
revenue, however, to cover the additional spending. For your convenience, line item
explanations have been provided for the major drivers of expense (see attachment 1,
Agency Summary). This amendment was also necessitaed by changes in the funding of
large capital purchases. Since capital spending can span several fiscal years, the
reclassifications had to be accomplished through a formal amendment.

This measure was adopted by the JTA Board at the May 31, 2012 meeting.
