Bill Summary: This resolution supports the naming of the 37 mile island that encompasses the Jacksonville Beaches communities as San Pablo Island.
Background Information:  In 1912 the Florida Barge and Canal Company dug a ten mile long waterway that connected Vilano Beach on the south with Mayport Village to the north, creating the Intercoastal Waterway and resulting in the formation of an island that for 100 years has gone unnamed.  From the earliest settlements of Florida by the Spaniards, San Pablo has been the name of roads, towns, missions, churches and waterways throughout the entire history of the beaches communities.  Naming this 37-mile geographic entity St. Pablo Island would honor and celebrate the rich heritage of both the island and the waterway.
