ORDINANCE 2012-596-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN CSX TRANSPORTATION, INC. (“CSXT”) AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR THE INSTALLATION OF A NEW CROSSING SURFACE AND SIGNAL RELOCATION, INCLUDING A TURN LANE EASEMENT (THE “IMPROVEMENTS”), ON CSXT PROPERTY AT DUVAL ROAD (MAX LEGGETT PARKWAY) IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, THE COSTS OF SUCH IMPROVEMENTS TO BE BORNE BY SIGNATURE PARKWAY, LLC AND NOT THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, AND THE EXECUTION OF THE CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT BY THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO BE CONDITIONED ON PAYMENT OF SUCH COSTS TO CSXT BY SIGNATURE PARKWAY, LLC.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Construction Agreement between CSX Transportation, Inc. (“CSXT”) and the City of Jacksonville, in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Legislative Services Division, for the installation of a new crossing surface and signal relocation, including a turn lane easement (the “Improvements”), on CSXT property at Duval Road (Max Leggett Parkway) in Council District 11. The costs of the Improvements will be borne by Signature Parkway, LLC and not the City of Jacksonville. Accordingly, execution of the Construction Agreement by the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary is conditioned upon, and shall follow, payment of such costs to CSXT by Signature Parkway, LLC.

Section 2.  Effective Date.
This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
