ORDINANCE 2012-599
AN ORDINANCE TO DETERMINE WHETHER TO CONDUCT A PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER THE PETITION TO AMEND THE BOUNDARY OF THE TOLOMATO COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; WAIVING SECTION 92.14 (STATE PETITIONS), CHAPTER 92 (UNIFORM COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, in July 2004, pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, the Florida Land and Water Adjudicatory Commission (“FLWAC”) established the Split Pine Community Development District in Duval County and the Tolomato Community Development District in St. Johns County (the “CDDs”); and 

WHEREAS, on March 2, 2010, FLWAC merged the CDD’s into one CDD, the Tolomato Community Development District (the “Tolomato CDD”); and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 190.046, Florida Statutes, the Tolomato CDD, on October 1, 2012, submitted to the City of Jacksonville its Petition to Amend the Boundary of the Tolomato Community Development District (the “Petition”) and the required $1,500 filing fee in order to add an additional 11.54 acres located in St. Johns County to the Tolomato CDD; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 190.005(1)(d), Florida Statutes, the Tolomato CDD has requested the District Board of Supervisors to conduct a hearing concerning the Petition, which will submit its record of proceedings to FLWAC for review; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, the City of Jacksonville has the option of conducting a public hearing, in addition to the hearing conducted by the District Board of Supervisors, to consider the contents of the Petition and whether the Petition should be supported by the City of Jacksonville; and 

WHEREAS, the Tolomato CDD has not requested the City of Jacksonville to conduct said public hearing, but the City Council is authorized to conduct a public hearing on its own volition; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 92.14, Ordinance Code, the City Council is obligated to vote at the next City Council meeting after the Petition is filed, as to whether to conduct a public hearing on the Petition; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1. Public Hearing Rejected. There being no public demand or controversy regarding the Petition to Amend the Boundary of the Tolomato Community Development District on file in the Legislative Services Division (“Petition”), and that the acres to be added to the Tolomato Community Development District are located in St. Johns County, the City Council hereby determines that an additional public hearing is not necessary and will not be scheduled. 

Section 2. Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation is requested as required by Section 92.14, Ordinance Code. The nature of the emergency is that if the City Council decides to conduct a public hearing, the City has only 45 days from the date of the filing of the Petition to conduct the public hearing, pursuant to Sections 190.005 and 190.046, Florida Statutes. 
Section 3.

Section 92.14 (State Petitions), Ordinance Code, waived. Section 92.14 (State Petitions) of Chapter 92 (Uniform Community Development Districts), Ordinance Code, requires the City Council to determine at the first City Council meeting after the Petition is filed to decide whether to conduct a public hearing.  This section is waived in order to allow for a recommendation by the Land Use and Zoning Committee before the City Council makes its determination.  
Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
