RESOLUTION 2012-600-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING CHIEF DEPUTY GENERAL COUNSEL STEVE ROHAN ON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Steve Rohan was born and raised in South Florida and attended the University of Florida where he earned his bachelor’s degree in 1968 and his law degree in 1971; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Rohan began his legal career with the Public Defender’s Office in Jacksonville, where he served as Felony Division Chief, Chief of Appellate Law and Chief of Capital Crimes Defense, after which he was in private practice for seven years specializing in labor, contract, domestic, personal injury and criminal law; and


WHEREAS, Steve Rohan joined the Office of General Counsel where, over the next thirty years, he served in a wide variety of roles, including Managing Deputy, Head of General Litigation, Head of Governmental Operations, Head of Labor and Land Use, and for the last several years as Head of both the Legislative Affairs and the Land Use, Regulatory and Environmental Law Department; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Rohan has been board certified in labor and employment law and civil practice, and holds Martindale-Hubbell’s highest attorney rating of “AV”; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Rohan is widely recognized as an expert in ethics and Florida’s Government in the Sunshine and Open Records laws, having served as the City Ethics Officer and provided important training in open government and freedom of information laws and procedures to countless government employees, elected officials and appointed board and commission members; and 

WHEREAS, Steve Rohan has provided outstanding service to the City and especially to the City Council over the course of his three decade career, and his experience, depth and breadth of knowledge, and wise counsel will be sorely missed as he retires from government service; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
