I. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

Applicant proposes to rezone 114.32 acres of property from Business Park to Low Density
Residential. The parcel is located west of San Pablo Parkway and immediately north of
Crosswater Boulevard.

The site is immediately east of the current Pablo Bay residential subdivision.

The subject property is currently owned by Estuary Corporation and is more particularly
described in the legal description attached as Exhibit 1 to this application. The property has a
current land use designation of Business Park and is zoned IBP-1. The property is currently
vacant. Surrounding uses include: to the west, the existing Pablo Bay residential subdivision
(LDR); to the north, a residential subdivision (LDR) and a Community/General Commercial
parcel; to the east, is vacant RPI designated lands and to the south a designation of low density
residential development and office park uses.

IL. DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA FOR SINGLE FAMILY SUBDIVISION

Set forth below are the permitted uses and corresponding development for single family
subdivision use:

A. Permitted Uses
1 Single Family Dwellings
The development will contain a mix of 50 foot, 60 foot and 80 foot wide
lots. The minimum number of 80 foot wide lots shall be at least 10% of
the total number of lots.
2. Accessory uses and structures as permitted in the Zoning Code.

3. Minimum Lot and Building Requirements:

a. Minimum Lot Width / Area: 50 feet/ 6,000 square feet

b. Minimum Lot Width / Area: 60 feet/ 6,000 square feet

c. Minimum Lot Width / Area: 80 feet/ 8,000 square feet

d. Minimum Yard Requirements:

(1) Front — 20 feet
(i1) Side - 5 feet
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(1i1)  Rear — 10 feet

e. Maximum Height: 35 feet
f. Maximum Lot Coverage: 65 percent.
4. Temporary sales centers and temporary construction trailers for the

marketing phase of any site.

Signage: Signage shall be as provided for in Section 656.1303(a) or as otherwise
approved by the Planning and Development Department. Temporary signs shall
be permitted along San Pablo Road that announces the selling or leasing of
homes, rentals or other products within the project or adjoining projects.

Vehicular Access: Access will be from Crosswater Boulevard. The proposed
access point for the development is as generally shown on the site plan attached as
Exhibit “E”. Prior to verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, the
location and design of the access points will be subject to the review and approval
of the City Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development Department.

While the main access to the residential subdivision will be off Crosswater
Boulevard, an approved private road from San Pablo Road connecting this
development and PUD 2012-605 shall be constructed at such time as the single
family lots, which adjoin a developed portion of PUD 2012-605, are developed
and the development of PUD 2012-328 is complete. This access road shall be for
the use of the residences of the home sites approved in this development only and
may be gated.

If the use of the property to the southeast of this site is commercial, assisted living
facility or non-residential, there shall be no shared access driveway or shared
entrance road access with the residential subdivision required. If the use of the
property to the southeast of this site is residential, there shall be a shared access
driveway or shared entrance road with the subject property as well as cross access
gasements.

At such time as the City of Jacksonville accepts the roads in the first phase of
development, a temporary access road for temporary use for construction of some
single-family homes in the subdivision shall be provided through the lands
described in PUD 2012-605 and PUD 2012-328

Parking and Loading Requirements: Development of the property will comply
with the City’s off-street parking and loading space requirements as set forth in
Part 6 of the Zoning Code.
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Pedestrian Access: The location and design of the sidewalks will be consistent
with the Comprehensive Plan and subject to the review and approval of the City
Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development Department.

Landscaping: Landscaping for the development shall be in accordance with the
requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Zoning Code, except as otherwise
approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Buffer along Crosswater Boulevard: There shall be a minimum thirty-five (35)
foot wide undisturbed natural buffer; however, utilities installation'and easements
shall be allowed in the natural buffer. The buffer shall be recorded as a separate
tract on the Plat and maintained by the homeowner’s association.

Open Spaces and Recreation Areas: . The PUD includes open spaces and
passive recreation areas which comply with Section 656.420 of the Zoning Code.
The amenities plan shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and
Development Department.

IILA. CONSISTENCY

A.

Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan: Development of the property will
be consistent with the underlying Comprehensive Plan designations governing the
property.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: Pursuant to the
provisions of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code and Comprehensive Plan, the
development will comply with the requirements of the Concurrency Management
System or, alternatively, the Mobility System.

Internal Compatibility: The conceptual site plan addresses circulation within
the site.  Pedestrian circulation shall be provided consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan. The final design and engineering plans shall be subject to
the review and approval of the City Traffic Engineer.

External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: The surrounding land use
designations and zoning districts include LDR/PUD, RPI/PUD, CGC/CCG-1 and
CCG/PUD. Surrounding property uses include residential, office and commercial
uses. The proposed PUD is compatible in both intensity and density of the
surrounding developments and zoning districts.

Impact on Wetlands: The property will be developed in accordance with the
permit requirements of the St. Johns River Water Management District, the
Department of Environmental Protection and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.
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E. Listed Species Regulations: A listed species survey will be provided.

F. Modifications: Amendments to the approved PUD shall be accomplished by
administrative deviation or minor modification pursuant to Section 656.341 (f) of
the Zoning Code. PUD amendments, including administrative deviations, minor

modifications or rezonings, may be sought for individual parcels or access points
within the PUD.
