RESOLUTION 2012-625
A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE JEA; RECOGNIZING THE UNIQUE QUALITY OF OWNING AN ELECTRIC AND WATER AUTHORITY; ENCOURAGING THE MAYOR TO DIRECT THE PROCUREMENT DIVISION TO ISSUE A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR THE SALE OF JEA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, JEA is the seventh largest community electric company in the United States and the largest in Florida; and 

WHEREAS, as of 2009, JEA serves more than 417,000 electric customers, 305,000 water customers and 230,000 sewer customers; and

WHEREAS, in 1997, Jacksonville’s Department of Utilities, Water and Sewer operations merged with JEA; and 

WHEREAS, JEA is a publically owned utility owned by the City of Jacksonville; and 
WHEREAS, JEA makes an annual contribution to the City of Jacksonville currently in the amount of $94 million dollars annually pursuant to an agreement between the City and the JEA; and 

WHEREAS the Council of the City of Jacksonville desires to express its will and intent that the JEA be sold; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Council Encouragement.  The Council of the City of Jacksonville hereby encourages the Mayor to direct the Procurement Division to issue an Request for Proposal(“RFP”) for the sale of JEA in whole or in part. 

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
