Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to appropriate $160,000 for state lobbying efforts as identified by the Government Relations and Legislative Affairs Select Committee and approved by Council. 

Section 3.  Policy Setting, Oversight and Reporting Requirements.
