Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 111 – Special Revenue and Trust Accounts – to repeal Sec. 111.330 – Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund.  
Background Information: The bill’s preamble states that the uses for which this trust account existed are to be subsumed under the Criminal Investigative Services Trust Fund (Ordinance Code Sec. 111.333).  The Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund was used to purchase and/or replace investigative equipment or supplies.  The account was funded by court-ordered payments and donations.  The Sec. 111.333 Criminal Investigative Services Trust Fund is the account used to supply cash to undercover officers for use in vice squad and drug operations.
