AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), PART 3 (PUBLIC SAFETY AND COURTS), ORDINANCE CODE, BY REPEALING SECTION 111.330 (SHERIFF’S INVESTIGATIVE TRUST FUND) AND PLACING SAID SECTION IN “RESERVED” STATUS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS; the Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund created by Section 111.330, Ordinance Code, is no longer needed because the equipment and supply needs served by said trust fund are now supplied by funds from the Criminal Investigative Services Trust Fund, Section 111.333, Ordinance Code, now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Repealing Section 111.330, Ordinance Code. Section 111.330 (Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund) of Part 3 (Public Safety and Courts) of Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to repeal same, and is placed in “Reserved” status as reflected below:

Sec. 111.330.  Reserved.  Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund.

There is created the Sheriff’s Investigative Trust Fund, hereinafter called the Fund, a permanent, ongoing trust fund of the City, which shall carry forward each fiscal year. The Fund is authorized to receive revenue from court ordered payments and donations. Any such court ordered payments and/or donations received by the Sheriff or by the tax Collector shall be deposited into the Fund, for use toward replacing, or purchasing suveillance or investigative equipment or supplies as deemed necessary by the Sheriff. All such court ordered payments and donations shall be accounted for separately within the Fund and shall be administered by the Sheriff. All sums placed into the Fund are hereby appropriated for distribution in accordance with the appropriate provisions of Chapters 118 and 126, Ordinance Code. Any undistributed funds shall not lapse at the close of the fiscal year, but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year. The Director of Finance, or his or her designee, is authorized and directed to make disbursements from the Fund upon the written requisition of the Sheriff, or his or her designee, subject to the availability of funds in the Fund.
